PASSAGE I:

The monument at Paikuli lies on the Iraqi side of the border with Iran on a line drawn
from Solaimaniya in Iraq and Qasre Shirin in Iran. It was originally a large square tower
faced with limestone blocks. There were two inscriptions on opposite sides, one in Middle
Persian (Pahlavi) and one in Parthian, containing the same text. In 1844, Major Henry C.
Rawlinson had visited the ruins at Paikuli and made drawings of 32 inscribed blocks,
which were published by E. Thomas in 1868 with the Parthian printed in Hebrew types
and with specially made types for the Middle Persian. Rawlinson’s drawings were
published by Helmut Humbach in 1974.

Ernst Herzfeld visited the site for the first time in the summer of 1911, when he made a
few paper squeezes and photographs, and he returned to record the monument and the
inscription in the summer of 1913. The complete edition of 100, out of an estimated 235
blocks (MPers. 55, Parth. 45), including Rawlinson’s drawings, appeared in 1924.
Herzfeld determined the position of almost all the blocks and read and translated the
inscriptions for the most part correctly. While the book was being published, Herzfeld
made another trip to Paikuli and recorded an additional 30 blocks (MPers. 20, Parth. 10),
which he was never able to publish.

In 1971, Volker Popp took pictures of the blocks he could find, including several
unpublished ones, which were published in collaboration with Humbach in 1973.
Humbach then undertook a complete new edition, which was published between 1980 and
1983. It is worth noting that Herzfeld’s arrangement of the blocks proved to be almost
correct.

PASSAGE 2:

Achaemenid art has exercised no little fascination since Persepolis was first
systematically explored by Herzfeld and Schmidt in the 1930s. At the same time, it has
posed a constant and somewhat intractable problem to scholars in terms of its
interpretation; the symbolism and function of the relief decoration, especially at this
site, but also Pasargadae and Susa, have proved and remained frustratingly elusive.
Details of sculptural techniques, sources for specific motifs, influences from the Ionian
Greek sphere, architectural features of Greek, Egyptian and, more recently, indigenous
Iranian (more precisely, Zagros) origin have all been the subject of detailed research
by a variety of excellent scholars, but still have so far failed to illuminate what the
Achaemenid emperors were actually seeking to express.

Yet given the limited number and types of Old Persian royal inscriptions and thus
the concomitant problems of fully grasping their meaning, the fairly extensive extant
imperial monuments, especially at Achaemenid capital cities, should provide a major
source for gaining a clearer understanding of the essential character of Old Persian
imperialism as propagated by the rulers themselves. It is precisely to this complex task
that a recent book by Margaret Root addresses itself, by treating the official art of the
Achaemenid empire as a primary source for studying the imperial concepts of the
Achaemenid kings. This can be done, she argues, because Achaemenid art was the
conscious creation of its rulers who manipulated specific and carefully chosen motifs
in order to equip themselves with a distinctive iconography of kingship which
reflected their own particular vision of royalty and which, by a careful study of its
imagery, by defining how alien motifs have been reworked in the Achaemenid context,
can be understood more precisely.

PASSAGE 3:

While the foundations of the study of Zoroastrian and other ancient Iranian writing had
been laid out by such people as E.W. West, J. Darmesteter, and K.F. Geldner, it was in
the twentieth century that major discoveries and developments took place. [1] In the
first decade of the twentieth century, the great work of Ch. Barthalomae came to light
in the form of one of the best dictionaries ever produced, certainly for Iranian
languages. His Altiranisches Worterbuch, which concentrated on Avestan and Old
Persian language, is for any time and place, an amazing work. [2] The importance of
Geldner’s and Barthalomae’s works became manifest with the first reliable translation
of the Gathas of Zarathushtra by Barthalomae himself. Based on these publications,
new translations of the other important parts of the Avesta were made possible. This
included the translations of the Yashts by F. Wolff and H. Lommel, as well as, the
Gathas by Lommel, J. Duchesne-Guillemin, and S. Insler.

However, in the second half of the twentieth century a new approach to the Avesta,
and especially the Gathas, took place which has come to fruition in the twenty-first
century. It was Karl Hoffmann whose comparative and rigorous approach to the
Avestan material brought a rereading of these sacred texts. His most ardent follower,
Helmut Humbach produced a new translation of the Gathas in 1959. [3] With attention
to the grammar and the study of the hymns in comparison to the Vedic material, the
structure and language became the focus rather than the tradition and views about the
prophet and his poetry. [4] This in turn gave way to the next generation of Iranian
philologists who completely changed our understanding of Zoroastrianism and the
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meaning of the Avesta. At the forefront of this new group of philologists stand Jean
Kellens, Eric Pirart, followed by Prods Oktor Skjarve. Kellens and Pirart’s translation
of the Gathas and the old Avestan texts in the 1980s signaled a new phase in the field
of Avestan and Zoroastrian studies.
