While half of the world’s population had become urban dwellers by 2006, predictions
suggest that the number of Chinese citizens living in urban areas will reach 50% by
2020. The ongoing urbanization in China has been posing a huge pressure on the urban
thermal environment. A well-studied phenomenon is the urban heat island (UHI) effect;

PASSAGE 2:

Based on archaeological evidence, scholars characterize Sasanian urban layouts as
either radial-concentric grid as at Ardasir-Xwarrah and Darabgird, or chess-board
grid, as at Bishapur and Gundishapur. The latter is often attributed to the influence of
Roman urban planning brought to Iran after the Battle of Edessa between Shapur I of
Sasanian and the Roman Emperor Valerian in 260 AD; the former is often thought to
result from either the influence of Parthian culture or the manifestation of a
cosmic/ideological belief.

In De la Cité a La Ville, Mohsen Habibi gives a general hypothesis about the
Sasanian era spatial organization of cities based upon a short analysis of the social,
cultural, economic and political atmosphere of the empire. His ideogram for Sasanian
cities is composed of a rectangular shape with the sacred zone [fire temple
(Atashkadeh) and palaces] in the very center of the complex protected by fortifications
and gates. The sacred zone is surrounded by residential zones occupied by royal and
prominent families. Habibi calls this zone Sharestan which is enclosed by a massive
wall and ditch. Outside the Sharestan, the city expands toward the periphery where
peasants and artisans live in their small and medium-sized settlements. By referring to
features of ancient cosmology — such as a square, city gates, orientation towards
cardinal directions and royal palace — Habibi concludes that Sasanian cities were
constructed according to ontological thoughts and religious beliefs, a conclusion that is
based more on the author’s preconceptions than the evidence from ancient Sasanian
cities.

PASSAGE 3:

Bazaars are one of the most iconic symbols of Iranian architecture and serve as the
backbone and heart of a city. Apart from their economic significance, they have had
many other roles including social, cultural, educational, religious, political, and
recreational functions. Given the importance of bazaars in Iranian cities and the
problem of urban decay in historic cities, revitalizing the historical fabric of these
cities has received growing attention. One of the crucial approaches to revitalizing a
city is to ‘regenerate its main structure’, leading to city revitalization from within.
Such a regeneration ensures an active conservation of the city from cultural and
functional perspectives.

According to Karimi (2000), the old elements and most of the urban fabric lose their
logic of spatial structure in the urban grid during modernization. Therefore, a new
fundamental approach to urban conservation should be introduced to study the bazaar in
terms of its morphological dimension. One of the most important applications of
redesigning the main structure of an old city is to regenerate its bazaar. This is because
old buildings in the bazaar do not emerge by themselves.
