In practice all over the world, social workers concern aboul poverly hay increascd
because ol their long history in working with the marginalized, or excluded, thosc
lacking resources, scenarios which push them to poverty situations. At the micro level
of daily practice. social workers are used to dealing with poverty and also with the risk
assessment, working creatively and mnovatively to help people (individuals and
communities) to understand their situation and to c¢hange their behaviour and their
cnvironment, where possible. One role that derives increased allention is communily
development, which requires skills in community analysis, social planning, community
organizing and social action. Community development requires the ability to foster
economic opportunities for area residents through work on industrial retention. local
business development, jobh training, and placement.

At
times the role of social workers involves making tough, judgements about risk to
individuals and at times they have to use their ability and influence to protect the
viciims ol poverly [rom themsclves or [fom others, Bxamples include situations of
domestic vielence child abuse or mental health. Social workers' long history ol
working with people in poverly situations and wilnessing their changing behaviour
tllustrates the importance of integrating theory about professional values that respect
people, their choices and decisions. In this approach, community practice combines
work with individuals and families with community work, focusing on enhancing
resources and opportunitics along with personal capacitics and as individuals develop
out ol their poverty situadons, so do commumitics, and the two become mutually
reinforcing, creating a comprehensive and integrated model that addresses social and
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economic exclusion and social disintegration which is necessary for effective poverty
eradication.

However, many clients who are
dependent on substances require longer term interventions that recognize that substance
use can be a chronic disorder  one that includes relapse and may not resolve for months
O CVCIL ¥Cars.

Substance vse disorders are often exhibited with co-occurring disorders—the vse of
more than one substance and‘or one or more psychiatric disorders simultaneously. A
co-occurring disorder may also be a medical condition. Chents with SUDs may alse
display poly-substance patterns, in which they experience physical or psvchological
clleets [rom more than one substance. In the [icld of addiction trcatment, there is
recognilion that additive behaviors may be linked and that treaiment lor substance usc
disorders and other addictive behaviors (for example, gambling, overeating) may overlap.

Social work practice is in a unigque position influence the delivery of services by
addressing the acute and chronic needs of chents with SUDs, including co-occurring
disorders and poly-substance patterns. By developing and applying evidence-informed
approaches that incorporate established lindings, social workers can markedly improve
(reatment scrvices [or clicnts and their [amilics. This approach (o scrvice delivery requires
that social workers be knowledgeable about the processes and dynamics of substance use,
including abuse. dependency. and recovery. Social workers also need to have the
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knowledge and ability to work with clients to develop effective treatment plans using
existing and emerging rescurces, including evidence informed practices.

The original mission ol social work had much 1o do with championing the rights of
sociely's most vulnerable members. [rom children o homeless people to the physically
disabled. That mission remains the same over 100 years later.

Social workers continue to carry the torch for those who need help to succeed in our
society. Indeed. while only a small percentage of the nation's half a million social
workers count advocacy as their primary job duty, all social workers carry a
philosophical charge Lo proteet and empower the vulnerable and disadvantaged. They do
50 through a varicly ol mcans including wriling op-cd picees, lobbving, organizing local
protests, and helping to change laws that adversely atfect vulnerable and disadvantaged
members of society. Today's social workers employ a full range of techniques for
advocacy ranging from protests and sit-ins to hamessing the power of the Internet to
nelwork with others 1o allect change.

The knowledge, valucs and cthics base of social work cducation vniquely cquips
social workers to take on advocacy roles. Social workers will work with social service
agencies to facilitate economic maintenance, protect a social safety net or ensure the
availability of health and mental health services.

Mobilizing resources, public opinion. interacting with agencies whose
responsibilities are 1o serve the needs of vulnerable populations are wavs social workers
champion the rights ol individuals, communities and sociely al large through active
participation in the pelitical process. Whether concerned about an individual's needs or
social policy reform, social workers are most frequently the voice for change and secial
justice.
