PASSAGE I:

Several strands of prior work have cvaluated students” study straiegics and lcarning
activities. In this work, we focus on integrating twoe of those strands. One has focused
on student self-reports of their study practices from a cognitive psychology
perspective. The other has focused on classifying student learning activities from a
learning sciences perspective using the Interactive, Constructive, Active, and Passive
{(TCAP) [ramcwork (Chi & Wylic, 2014}, The current study aims 1o integrate these two
strands of rescarch by testing the implications of the ICAP [ramework with studenis”
sell-reports in a classroom context. Another goal was 10 address the measurement
limitations of the metacognitive study strategy literature by using assessment-specific
self-reports with both closed and open-ended questions.

Across three noncumulative exams, 342 undergraduates self-reported their study
practices before each exam, We then categorized their strategies as egither active or
construetive in alignment with the ICAP [ramework. Next, we examined whether these
strategics were related o cach other and then tested the hypothesis thal conslructive
strategies would be positively associated with better exam performance than active
strategies.

Students reported using a varicty of study practices in which a few active strategics
were related 1o constructive strategics, but constructive straicgics were more likely o
be related o cach other. Lastly, supporling the ICAP Iramcework, muny ol the
constructive strategies were positively related to exam performance, whereas the
active strategles were not.

The dual strategy model proposes that people use one of two potential wavs of processing
nlormation when making inlerences. The statistical strategy generales a rapid probabilistic
cstimate based on associative access to a wide array of information, while the counterexample
strategy uses a more focused representation. allowing for a search for potential
counterexamples. In the following studies, we explore the hypothesis that individual
dillerences in stralegy use are related (o the ability 1o make rapid intuitive logical judgments.

In Study 1, we show that this is the case lor rapid judgments requiring a distinetion
between simple logical form and for a novel form of judgment, the ability to identify
inferences that are not linked to their premises (non sequiturs), In Study 2, we show that
strategy use is related 1o the ability to make the kinds of rapid logical judgments previously
examined over and above contributions ol working memory capacity. Study 3 shows that
strategy use explains individual variability in rapid logical responding with belicf-hiascd
inferences over and above the contribution of ().

The results of Studies 2 and 5 indicate that under severe time constraint. cognitive capacity
18 a very poor predictor ol reasoning, while stralegy use becomes a stronger predictor. These
results extend the notion that people can make rapid intuitive “logical™ judgments while
highlighting the importance of strategy use as a key individual difference variable.

Cognitive science has unifying theoretical ideas, but we have to appreciate the diversity of
outlooks and methoeds that researchers in different fields bring to the study of mind and
intelligence. Although cognitive psychologists today often engage in theorizing and
compulaitional modcling, (heir primary mcthod 15 experimentation  with  human
parlicipants.
