Agricultural machinery can be cither imporied or locally made, with potential
problems in both cases. Locally produced machinery s usually low in quality and high
in price. This is due to the underdeveloped nature of the machinery manufacturing
industry, which in tum is largely the result of poor demand. Moreover, supply chains
providing support to owners of agricultural machinery with spare parts, advice. and
other services (especially clean fuel} are often underdeveloped and do not easily reach
remele rural arcas. Low [armer income resulls in very low polential for investment in
inputs. Input refers not only to seed and tertilizer. but to agricultural machinery, and
therefore there is low demand for locally-made tools and machines. This lack of
investment in production-enhancing local technologies results in very low levels of
productivity, which further consolidates the continuing situation of low farmer income.
The lack ol demand for mechanization drives another debilitating clement: supply. The
poor supply of teols, cquipment, and power sources (limited choice and low volume of
salcs) lends o lead 1o higher costs of agricultural mechanization, and this in wurn leads
to higher ownership and running costs. The high cost of using locally-made farm
machinery completes the vicious circle. leading back to low demand.
