When studying a licld ol interest, a lramework is required 1o organize and analyze the
collected information. In agricultural management, a tframework for investigating the
management practices requires the researcher to distinguish between and integrate three
scparale bul interrelated processes: management, decision-making, and problem-solving.
‘The terms "management process”. "decision-making process”, and "problem-solving
process” arc used mierchangeably in the related literature and all three have been used o
describe the management practices of fanners. If the management, decision-making, and
problem-solving processes can be considered synonymous, then it would be gensible to
adopt the management process as the model under which farm management is
researched. Critical to any classification schema for management is the level of decision
making. Management decisions can be classitied as strategic, tactical or operational. The
degree of “structuredness™ of decision-making. however, will be dependent on the
[armer’s knowledge and the numbcer of new situations he has encountercd. The other
aspects of management that must be considered in this regard are the functions
(planning. implementation, and control) and the fields of management (production,
finance, human resources. and marketing). This is because management rarely
comprises a single decision, rather it is an ongoing cyclical process of planning,
implementaiion, and control, where planning decisions end o be much less [requent
than implementation and control decisions. Such decisions need to be considered by
level (strategic, lactical, and operatonal), [eld {production. lnance, marketing, and
human resources), and structuredness (structured. unstructured).
