A canlata is  a vocal composition with an ingtrumental accompaniment, iypically in
scveral movements, olien involving a choir. The meuning ol the term changed over
time, from the simple single-voice madrigal of the early 17th century. to the multi-
volce ‘cantata da camera’ and the ‘cantata da chiesa’ of the later part of that century,
from the more substantial dramatic forms of the 18th century to the usually sacred-
texted [9th-century cantata, which was etffectively a tvpe of short oratorio. Cantatas
[or us¢ in the lilurgy of church services are called church cantata or sacred canlata;
other cantatas can be indicated as secular cantatas. Several cantatas were. and still are,
written for special occasions, such as Christmas cantatas. Christoph Graupner, Georg
Philipp Telemann and Johann Sebastian Bach composed cycles of church cantatas for
the occasions of the liturgical year. During the baroque era, the term ‘cantata’
gencrally relained its original Italian usage 1o describe a sccular vocal picee of
extended length, often in different sections, and usually Italianate in style. At the same
time, vocal pieces of similar scope. often with several singers, and various instruments,
were in great demand for the services of the Lutheran church.

The viola damore 1s a 7- or 6-siringed musical Instrument with sympathelic
sirings used chiclly in the barogue period. It is plaved under the c¢hin in the same
mamer as the violin. The viola d'amore shares many teatures of the viol family. It
looks like a thinner treble wviol without frets and sometimes with sympathetic
strings added. 'I'he six-string viela d'amore and the treble viol also have approximately
the same ambitus or range of playable notes. [ike all viols, it has a flat back. An
intricately carved head at the 1op ol the peg box is common on both viols and viola
d'amore, although some viols lack one. Unlike the carved heads on viols, the viola
d'amore's head occurs most often as Cupid blindfolded to represent the blindness of
love, Its sound-holes are commonly in the shape of a flaming sword. 'This was one of’
the three usual sound hole shapes for viels as well, It 13 unfretted, and plaved much
lik¢ a violin. being held horizontally under the chin, It is aboul the same size as the
modern viola. The viola d'amore usuvally has six or seven playing strings. which are
sounded by drawing a bow across them, just as with a violin. In addition, it has an
equal number of sympathetic strings located below the main strings and
the fingerboard which are not plaved directly but vibrate in sympathy with the notes
played. A common variation is six playing strings, and insttuments exist with as many
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as fourteen sympathetic strings alone. Despite the fact that the sympathetic strings are
now thought of as the maost characteristic element of the instrument, early forms of the
nstrument almost uniformly lacked them.

The *Ride of the Valkyries™ refers to the beginning of act 3 of Dhe Walkiire, the
second of the four operas constituting Richard Wagner's Der Ring des Nibelungen. As
a separate plece. the “Ride’ is often heard in a purely instrumental version. which may
be as short as three minutes. Together with the "Bridal Chorus” from fohengrin, the
‘Ride of the Valkyries™ 1s one ol Wagner's best-known picees. The main theme ol the
‘Ride’, the leitmotif labelled Walkiirenritt, was first written down by the composer on
23 July 1851, The preliminary draft for the ‘Ride’ was composed in 1854 as part of the
composition of the entire opera. which was fully orchestrated by the end of March
1836, In the Walkiirc opera, the “Ride”, which takes around cight minutcs, beging in
the prelude 1o the third act, bullding up successive lavers of accompaniment until the
curiain riscs 1o reveal @ mountain peak where lour ol the cight Valkyric sisters
ol Briinnhildc have gathered in preparation lor the transportation ol lallen herocs
to Valhalla. As they are joined by the other four, the familiar tune is carried by the
orchestra. while. above it, the Valkyries greet each other and sing their battle-cry.
Apart from the song of the Rhinemaidens in Das Rheingold. it is the only ensemble
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piece in the first three operas of Wagner's Ring cycle. The complete opera Die
Walkiire was first performed on 26 June 1870 in the National Theatre Munich against
the composer's intent. By Janmary of the next yvear, Wagner was receiving requests for
the “Ride” 1o be performed separately, bul wrote that such a performance should be
considered “an utter indiscretion” and lorbade ‘anv such thing’, Ilowever, the picec
was still printed and sold 1n Lelpzig, and Wagner wrole a complaint Lo the
publisher Schott.
