The serum antibodies produce in response to a particular antigen heterogeneous due to
the presence of multiple B-cell epilopes on protein antigens. Scercied antibodics by
plasma cells circulate in the blood and serve as the effectors of humoral immunity by
searching oul and neulralizing or eliminating antigens. Although the polyclonal
anlibody produced in vivo is benelicial Lo the organism, il has numcrous disadvantages
for immunologic investigations.

A varicly ol pathogenic organisms can be detecied as immunogens by (he iminune
system, It actually recognizes particular macromolecules of an infectious agent,
generally either protein immunogens, although polysaccharides ranking second. In
fact, lipids and nucleic acids of an infectious agent generally do not serve as
immunogens unless they are combined with proteins or polysaccharides.
Immunoglobulins function as antibodies, the antigen binding proteins present on B-
cell membrane. Membranc-bound antibody conlers antigenic specilicily on B-cells;
antigen-specific preliferation of B-cell clones depends on interaction of membrane
antibody and antigen.

Fxperimental studics have revealed that the immunoegens in humcral immunity tend
to use soluble polysaccharides or protein as immunogens. However, in cell-mediated
immunity, only protcins scrve as immunogens. Although they are not recognized
dircctly, mnstead they must first be proceed into small peptides and then presented in
association with MHC molecules on the membrane of a cell before they can be
reeognized ds Immunogens.
