Opium, coca and cannabis have been consumed for centuries in their traditional areas
of production and elsewhere. Opium, for example, has been used and valued for its
analgesic and other medical properties throughout Asia and Europe since ancient time.
The main market for cocaine is still the United States but, judging by the quantities
seized, Europe i1s becoming an increasingly important destination. There are also
indicators that young Europeans often prefer cocaine to synthetic drugs like
amphetamine or ecstasy as a result of its ready availability and low price. Cocaine
destined for the US is smuggled through various Central American and Caribbean
countries. As a result of intensive law enforcement measures, the large Colombian
cocaine cartels of the 1980’s have been eliminated and succeeded by numerous smaller
criminal groups.

The important part of a patrol officer’s job is to make sure motorists do not break the
rules of the road. The main cause of the road collisions is speeding, where drivers
drive too fast. Police patrol vehicles have special equipment, called VASCAR, to track
the speed of vehicles. If a driver is caught speeding, the patrol officer can stop the
vehicle, and the driver can be given a fine or taken to the court. When a report comes
over the police radio that a crime is in progress or an accident has happened, it is
all systems go for the nearest patrol vehicle in the area. The patrol officer switches on
the siren and flashing blue lights on the police vehicle and rushes to the scene. Vehicle
crime was a significant problem in the latter part of the twentieth century. The
dawning of the twenty first century has seen some marked improvements in some
aspects of vehicle crime, although other aspects of this type of offending persist. The
term “vehicle crime” consists of a wide range of different behaviors with different
motivations. We need to articulate the different facets of this activity if we are to
understand what constitutes vehicle crime. In its widest sense, vehicle crime
encompasses offending that involves acquisitive forms of property crime associated
with a conveyance. In law, a “conveyance” means “any conveyance constructed or
adapted for the carriage of a person or persons whether by land, water or air”. (Section
12(7) of the Theft Act 1968, this excludes bicycles which are not defined as a
“conveyance” for the purpose of the Theft Act 1968). The other distinguishing feature
of vehicle crime is that the acquisitive property crime involved can be associated with
the vehicle itself being the target of the theft (known as theft vehicles), or items that
may be found in, or on, the vehicle (known as theft from vehicles). Thefts can involve
a number of different motivations. One key differentiation is between thefts for
temporary use and thefts for permanent use.
