Agricultural field machinery refers to the machines/implements that are basically
utilized in the farm for field operations; for instance, land clearing machines, tillage or
seed bed preparation machines, seed planting machines, fertilizer applicators,
mechanical weeding machines, sprayers for weed and pest controls, harvesting
machines, and transporting machines. These machines are powered by prime movers
and are used in the farm for agricultural field operations. Most of these machines are
fully mounted/hitched implements, semi-mounted implements, self-propelled or trailed
implements. Modern agricultural operation demands the application of these field
machinery and implements in different farm operations from field clearing to
harvesting operation. There are many land areas available in different agricultural
areas of the world, but not all the lands are suitable for crop production. However, in
order to make them economically feasible for agricultural production, different tillage
operations have to be conducted. The most important operations required include:
adequate seed bed preparation for seed planting, germination, proper growth of the
crop, mechanical weed control or application of herbicides/pesticides, fertilizer

PASSAGE 2:

Agricultural mechanization is the key basis for speeding up the modernization of
agriculture and rural areas. Agricultural mechanization has also significantly increased
agricultural productivity. In general, a farmer may employ agricultural machinery to
replace manual labor when the household labor endowment is given. During the past
four decades, one of the most typical characteristics of rural development has been the
flow of rural labor force between rural and urban areas. The continuous development
of non-agricultural industries in the urban areas formed a huge demand for labor force,
which absorbed the surplus labor force from rural areas. However, an increasingly
large number of rural-urban migrants has actively or passively returned to their
hometown due to various inducements. Compared with the non-migrants, the return
migrants with rural-urban migration experience have many different characteristics,
and thus, their engagement in agriculture may alter agricultural labor force structure
and further influence agricultural production. While rural-urban migration and its
impact have attracted much attention, very few studies, if any, have analyzed the
impact of return migrants’ rural-urban migration experience on agricultural
production. Nevertheless, it should be noted that many scholars have analyzed the
determinants of farmers’ agricultural machinery expenditure. From an individual
perspective, the changes in relative prices of production may alter farmers’ agricultural
machinery expenditure. Moreover, land characteristics are also important factors that
influence agricultural machinery expenditure. However, whether and how rural-urban
migration experience influences agricultural production, especially agricultural
machinery expenditure, remains unclear. A number of unexplored variables have been
proposed in this regard.

PASSAGE 3:

Tractor roll-over is the most frequent type of accident in the agricultural sector. The
roll-over protective structures (ROPS) are mechanical structures fitted on agricultural
tractors. Together with a driver’s retention system, the seat-belt, they avoid or limit the
risks to the driver resulting from roll-over of the vehicle during normal use. Proving to
be effective measures to prevent injuries during tractor roll-over, ROPS are
mandatorily fitted on tractors in many countries. Foldable two-post ROPS (FROPS)
have been designed to facilitate tractor operation in low overhead clearance zones.
FROPS are often fitted on narrow tractors. Two different categories of narrow tractors
are internationally recognized under ROPS safety and health regulation requirements:
tractors with ROPS mounted on the front of the driving station, with a maximum
permitted unladen mass of 3500 kg, and ROPS fitted on the back of the driver’s seat,
without any unladen mass upper limit, unless they have a reversible driver’s position
or reversible seat and steering wheel. FROPS are also applied on bigger and higher
power standard tractors when manufacturers need to curb the cost, in markets with
limited economic possibilities, or on entry-level models. In these cases, the foldable
roll-bars are adopted to reduce space during transport and storage at the dealers’ and
farmers’ facilities. Generally, the FROPS comprises two lower steel components, one
for each side of the tractor, mounted in front of or on the back of the driving seat, and
an upper inverted U-shaped folding steel tube. The lower and upper parts are joined at
a pivot point by a couple of pins on each side of the protective structure, making it
possible to fold the upper part frontward or rearward, based on the FROPS type. The
folding operation is generally manual, even though some dimensions and mass of the
components may overcome the human handling capacity. FROPS, as all ROPS, are
designed to absorb the energy developed by the contact with the ground in case of
overturn, yet they have certain constraints.
