The art of pyrography has been around for centuries. It is an age-old technique where a
heated metal pen is used to burn wood and other materials, leaving behind a decorative
pattern. Also known as woodburning, pyrography is a fantastic technique for skilled
sketchers to try their hand at a different medium. The history of the craft dates back to
the Egyptians and some African tribes, and in China it was known as fire needle
embroidery. Throughout history, artists have been able to express themselves by
creatively burning strokes into wood, leather, and even gourds.

Though pyrography can be practiced with any heated metal tool, different tips on
modern woodburning equipment allow artists to experiment with a wide variety of
brushstrokes to create different effects. Solid tips—similar to a soldering iron—allow
for big, bold lines, while looped nibs can provide fine shading. And by applying
different pressure, pyrography artists can achieve different tones, from light brown to
rich chestnut hues.

A museum 1s a place and an institution that collects, takes care of, and interprets
objects, artifacts and other material evidence of human history, as well as of nature and
makes them available for viewing by general public. The word "museum"” comes from
ancient Greek "mouseion" which meant "seat of Muses” and it was used to refer to
philosophical institutions or to a place for contemplation. In Rome, the Latin word
"museum” was used for places for philosophical discussions. The first time the word
"museum” was used to describe something similar to modern museums was in the 15th
century for the collection of Lorenzo de Medici in Florence. Until the 17th century, it
was a name for collections of curiosities like Ole Worm’s collection in Copenhagen
and John Tradescant’s collection in Lambeth. When John Tradescant’s collection
became property of Elias Ashmole in 1677, it was moved to the University of Oxford
to a building specially built for it. The building was opened for the public in 1683 and
was named the Ashmolean Museum and is considered to be the first museum open to
the public that held the name "museum". That marks the moment when "museum”
starts being an institution and not just a collection of items and 1t remained like that
during the 19th and 20th centuries.

In time some other forms of museums began to appear as they begin to
accommodate different types of artifacts. There are now open-air museums that have
preserved buildings as objects, ecomuseums and even virtual museums that exist only
in electronic form on the Internet. There are also archeology museums that hold
archaeological artifacts; art museums (or art galleries) that display different forms of
art; history museums; maritime, military and war museums; pop-up museums that are
temporary and many more.

Empirical aesthetics is associated with two research questions: How the mind
generally assigns value to sensory stimuli and how it responds specifically to art
objects. Researchers have debated whether these phenomena share enough to warrant
being collapsed into a single field. To ask how these particular questions came to be
assoclated with aesthetics, we conducted Google Ngram analyses over a corpus of
books spanning two centuries. Analyses trace the frequency of “big questions™ about
art and beauty, and how the term aesthetic appears relative to other concepts.
