PASSAGE 1:

In civilizations that rest on the written word, two musical levels can generally be
identified that correspond roughly to the split that exists between the “classical” and
the “popular” (or folkloric), or between urban/rural or written/oral. In Iran this
distinction could be observed in the division between kelasik, sonnati (“traditional”),
or asil (“essential, original, authentic™), on the one hand, and mahalli (“regional”) on
the other. The term amiane (“popular’”) is used rather pejoratively and rusta’i stands
for rural.

These two sets of concepts reflect a certain reality, but they remain ambiguous,
because regional music is equally traditional and, in the strict sense of the world,
“authentic,” while sonnati music contains many regional elements, and cannot be
separated from its popular roots. Sonnati music does not belong to one particular
region or ethnic group (for it is played in Shiraz as well as in Tehran), while regional
music, by definition, does (Kurdish music, for instance, is not played in Kerman).
However, sonnati music belongs, after all, to the Persian people (in the Persianophone
sense of the word), and should be called “Persian music,” not Iranian, for it seems to
be related to the culture of some particular regions: provinces of Tehran, Kashan,
Esfahan, Fars, rather than Khorasan, Azerbaijan, Kurdistan, Sistan, etc. It could be

PASSAGE 2:

For our categorization criterion, we turn to periodicity, a term from mathematics and
physics referring to regular recurrence of waveforms, functions, or phenomena (e.g.,
orbits). In music, periodicity has long signified repetition or restatement, literal or
transformed, of all kinds—of beats, rhythms, motives, melodies, and structures:
virtually any musical element can create a sense of stability through return or
constancy, and such stability will always be in dynamic dialog with change. The
potential for change and transformation within a higher-order framework of repetition
is suggested by the related but distinct use of the word period to name time scales as
long as historical eras: we understand Western music history, for example, in terms of
transitions from, say, baroque to classic periods, while acknowledging that the fact of
such change is both predictable and takes place in characteristic ways (a period of
innovation followed by consolidation, and so on).

Music is nothing if not iteration and pattern; periodicity is music’s ultimate
organizer on many levels. It is multidimensional and its range of qualities should not
be conceived along any single complexity scale. Periodicity is time line, cycle, riff,
ostinato, passacaglia, song form, sentence form, meter, drum pattern, call-and-
response, twelve-bar blues progression, tala (India), usul (Turkish), iqa’at (several
Arabic), ban (China), gongan (Java and Bali), changdan (Korea), clave (much
Caribbean), aksak (Eastern Europe), hayayahyoshi (ancient Japanese court) and on ad
infinitum, with many ideas, terms, and manifestations both within each music culture
and suggested by outside scholars. The absence of periodicity in any music is a
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challenge to imagine. Even if one could invent such music algorithmically, we, as
aware listeners, would impose or construct pattern, as that is the nature of mind
relating to world.

PASSAGE 3:

The artistic and theatrical background of Wagner’s early years was a main formative
influence. Impulsive and self-willed, he was a negligent scholar at the Kreuzschule,
Dresden, and the Nicholaischule, Leipzig. He frequented concerts, however, taught
himself the piano and composition, and read the plays of Shakespeare, Goethe, and
Schiller.

Wagner enrolled at Leipzig University, where he applied himself earnestly to
composition. His Symphony in C Major was performed at the Leipzig Gewandhaus
concerts in 1833. On leaving the university that year, he spent the summer as operatic
coach at Wurzburg, where he composed his first opera, Die Feen (The Fairies), based on
a fantastic tale by Carlo Gozzi. He failed to get the opera produced at Leipzig and became
conductor to a provincial theatrical troupe from Magdeburg, having fallen in love with
one of the actresses of the troupe, Wilhelmine (Minna) Planer, whom he married in 1836.
The single performance of his second opera, Das Liebesverbot (The Ban on Love), after
Shakespeare’s Measure for Measure, was a disaster.

In 1839, fleeing from his creditors, he decided to put into operation his long-cherished
plan to win renown in Paris, but his three years in Paris were calamitous. Living with a
colony of poor German artists, he staved off starvation by means of musical journalism
and hackwork. Nevertheless, in 1840 he completed Rienzi (after Bulwer-Lytton’s novel),
and in 1841 he composed his first representative opera, Der fliegende Holldander (The
Flying Dutchman), based on the legend about a ship’s captain condemned to sail forever.

In 1842, aged 29, he gladly returned to Dresden, where Rienzi was triumphantly
performed on October 20. The next year The Flying Dutchman (produced at Dresden, Jan.
2, 1843) was less successful, since the audience was puzzled by the imnovative way the
new opera integrated the music with the dramatic content. But Wagner was appointed
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conductor of the court opera, a post that he held until 1849. On Oct. 19, 1845, Tannhduser
(based, like all his future works, on Germanic legends) was coolly received but soon
proved a steady attraction.
