PASSAGE 2:

The expression ‘“earthquake architecture” is used to refer to a particular type of
architecture which arises in earthquake prone areas, as a response to the requirements
of earthquake engineering and is a consequence of combining earthquake engineering
and architecture. The realization of a building without a suitable earthquake resistant
structure is not possible today; however, it is possible to design a building in such a
way that earthquake resistance is not expressed and structural influence on architecture
is minimal.

In such cases we can speak of concealed ways of earthquake resistance of a
building. On the other hand, architecture can respond in the concept itself, i.e. in two
ways: effectively, with increased horizontal stiffness of a building or (in addition to
that) symbolically, with metaphorical changes in design. Earthquake architecture is the
“missing link” between earthquake engineering and architecture. It combines the best
of both fields and establishes a new approach and quality in construction in earthquake
prone areas, mainly in compliance with measures of architectural excellence.

As you walk around on the road, you can see concrete everywhere. It is used in the
construction of huge buildings, bridges, roads, sidewalks, and literally everything our
eyes can see. In short, wherever there is a structure, there is concrete. Firstly, the use
of concrete is important in modern day construction because the structures derive their
strength and stability from concrete. Secondly, concrete is inexpensive and mouldable
into various shapes. This flexibility and versatility make concrete the most sought-after
construction material in the world. Concrete is manufactured using natural
ingredients. Hence, it is environmentally friendly and recyclable. One can use crushed
recycled concrete as the dry aggregate for preparing new concrete.

Typically, there are twenty-four different types of concrete used in the building and
construction industry depending on the type of construction. Plain concrete is the
simplest kind of concrete that does not require any reinforcement.
