The history of Iranian architecture dates back to at least 5,000 BC with characteristic
examples distributed over a vast area from Turkey and Iraq to Uzbekistan and
Tajikistan to the South Caucasus and Zanzibar. Currently, there are 19 UNESCO
designated World Heritage Sites that were designed and constructed by Iranians, with
11 of them being located outside of Iran. Iranian architecture displays a great variety
of both structure and aesthetics and despite the repeated trauma of destructive
invasions and cultural shocks, the Iranian zeal and identity has always triumphed and
flourished.

PASSAGE 2:

Humanity begins with a single individual according to Zoroastrian myth and that
originary being was understood to enjoy immortality and a perfection expressed in his
unity, as he was beyond sexuality or any other form of division. The name of this
creature in Pahlavi was Gayomard (Avestan Gaya mar-tan), which means “Mortal life,”
but some texts state that initially he was known simply as Gaya (“Life”). According to
this tradition, his name changed when he was attacked and killed by Ahriman at the
beginning of history, and his new name reflected his newly mortal status. By
introducing death, Ahriman had meant to destroy the Wise Lord’s culminating creation,
but - as the texts delight in recounting - evil is unable to overcome good in any definitive
fashion. Ahriman being as ignorant (a prime characteristic of all things evil) as the Wise
Lord is omniscient, the plans of the former always manage to backfire, sometimes with
exquisite irony. Thus, while death surely detracts from the perfection of human
existence, the latter was damaged and corrupted, but not annihilated. In compensation,
sexuality and reproduction came into being and the human - now a species, rather than a
pristine individual - came to be known as “mortal” (mard or mardom, cog-nate to Old
Persian martiya). A passage from the Dadestan i Denig spells out the point. “Ahriman
afronted the bountiful Creator when he killed the sole person (in existence), who was
called Gayomard. Gayomard returned to material existence, however, as a man and a
woman, whose names were Mahrya (‘Mortal,” with a masculine ending) and Mahryane
(‘Mortal,” with a femi-nine ending). It is told that having joined through next-of-kin
marriage, these two organized lines of descendants™.

PASSAGE 3:

Persians did not stop writing poetry in the fifteenth century. There were many
important poets after Hafez-notably Jami, and later Bidel. By that time a body of
literature of unparalleled importance had been created. It is literature of almost
inconceivable quantity, great diversity, and sublime quality. One could compare this
body of literature to a human brain and think of it in the way that some theorists now
consider human consciousness-that consciousness is not located in any one part of the
brain, but is instead the consequence of the impossibly complex interaction of millions
of different cells and their sparking synapses. Somehow, out of this poetry and the
combinations and interactions of the ideas and metaphors contained within them
emerged the Iranian soul.

Every hundred years or so, the reading public in the West discovers another of
these Persian poets. In 1800 it was Hafez, in 1900 Omar Khayyam, in 2000 it is Rumi.
The choice depends not so much on the merits or true nature of the poets or their
poetry, but more on their capacity to be interpreted in accordance with passing
Western literary and cultural fashions. So Hafez was interpreted to fit with the mood
of Romanticism, Omar Khayyam with the aesthetic movement, and it has been Rumi’s
misfortune to be befriended by numb-brained New Agery. Of course, an attentive and
imaginative reader can avoid the solipsistic trap, especially if he or she can read even a
little Persian. But the mirror of language and translation means that the reader may see
only a hazy but consoling reflection of himself and his times, rather than looking into
the true depths of the poetry-which might be more unsettling.
