The purpose of this article is to establish a framework with its related measures for the
development of a balanced scorecard (BSC) for auditing firms. A BSC was developed
providing the detailed measures for performance evaluation comprising five key
elements: clients, internal business processes, financials, and audit-related perspectives
of corporate ethics.

A survey was undertaken along with descriptive statistics and confirmatory factor
analysis in four auditing firms, to assess the external auditors’ opinions for the
proposed BSC measures. The results suggest that the development and use of the
proposed BSC measures will enhance audit firms® performance. Audit firms would
have a better understanding of the various drivers of performance and strategies
thereby creating a competitive advantage. The results are extremely valuable to audit
firms. Additionally, they are useful for auditing oversight boards who could direct the
design of their monitoring process by understanding performance systems in different
size audit firms.

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PASSAGE 2:

This study investigates why auditors leave public accounting and the consequences of
auditor departures, both of which have been of great concern for audit firms and
regulators worldwide. Using data from China and controlling for demographics, we
found that audit partners and managers, auditors who generate more revenue, and
auditors who provide higher audit quality have a lower likelihood of departure, while
non—Big 4 auditors have a higher likelihood of departing public accounting.

We also found that an audit firm is likely to lose clients when an auditor departs.
Clients who stay with the same firm pay lower audit fees but with no drop-off in audit
quality after a signing auditor departs. In supplementary analyses, we also
demonstrated that the determinants and consequences of auditor departures are
different for auditors who leave the firm but not the profession (i.e., auditor turnover).
Specifically, high audit quality is associated with a lower likelihood of auditor
departure, but it increases auditor turnover. We also observed that audit quality is
reduced for the clients who stay with an audit firm after highly skilled auditors depart
for high-visibility corporate positions. Our study provides insights that should be of
interest to the audit profession, audit firms, and regulators.

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PASSAGE 3:

How much a particular hill of beans is worth may depend on who’s counting the
beans. When it comes to accounting standards in the business world, every bean
counts, but the quality of financial reporting differs from country to country. In a
recent study, a University of Missouri researcher found that uniform and strict auditor
enforcement may be more important than a country’s accounting standards, and the
quality of reporting can affect the whole economy.

“To improve the quality of accounting, which improves the flow of capital to the
right places in the economy and facilitates economic growth, you must have an
environment that includes scrutiny by corporate regulators and independent auditors,”
said Jere Francis, MU chair of accountancy in the Robert J. Trulaske, Sr. College of
Business. “The auditor’s job is to be the local policeman on the beat, making sure
people aren’t crossing the line. We need those cops to help good people stay good.”

According to Francis, there is a movement toward adopting International Financial
Reporting Standards (IFRS). The goal of implementing the IFRS is to establish a
single set of globally accepted accounting standards. The concept is rapidly gaining
support by key groups such as the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) and the
World Bank. IFRS are now used for public reporting purposes in more than 100
countries. According to financial services firm Deloitte and Touche, very soon, almost
every country, including the United States, will be using IFRS.

“On one hand, some SEC representatives think that because people are using these
standards, their financial reports are going to be of good quality, but not necessarily,”
Francis said. “IFRS, in principle, are a good idea but the only thing being adopted are
the standards themselves. We don’t know how well those standards are being
implemented; that’s a function of the auditor looking over the company’s shoulder to
see if they are dotting the i’s and crossing the t’s.”
