PASSAGE 2:

The first women to receive formal biomedical education in North Africa were the
hakimas in Egypt. These medical doctors were trained by Mehmet Ali Pasha’s chief
physician, Antoine Barthelemy Clot (known as Clot Bey), from the early 1830s on, to
replace what he believed were superstitious and ignorant midwives. As he could not
find other students willing to attend the school, the students were, at least initially,
mostly orphans and manumitted slaves. The introduction of these medical
professionals to the Egyptian medical system was motivated by the state’s choice to
rely on women practitioners for childbirth and pre- and postnatal care.

The hakimas came to serve as trained midwives and doctors and also, from the
1850s, as forensic examiners in newly established police stations. Following the
British occupation in 1882, the hakima school was closed and its graduates were
demoted to nurses. Later histories of female medical professions in the region
demonstrate similar challenges. State concern with infant mortality led to an increased
medicalization of women’s bodies. State authorities and the medical establishment
considered apprentice-trained midwives unhygienic, even dangerous.

By the late nineteenth century only a few medical schools in the world were open to
women—none of them in North Africa. With female literacy extremely low—in
Egypt, for example, it was about 0.2 percent by the end of the century—few women
had access to higher education, and few also had the means to enter medical schools.
However, as more women acquired higher education during the twentieth century,
more envisioned medicine or nursing as a career.

PASSAGE 3:

Women in science are less likely than their male counterparts to receive authorship
credit for the work they do, an innovative new study finds. Researchers for the first
time used a large set of administrative data from universities that revealed exactly who
was involved with and paid on various research projects.

The data were linked to authorship information on patents and articles published in
scientific journals—to see which people who worked on individual projects received
credit in the patents and journals and who did not. “There is a clear gap between the
rate at which women and men are named as coauthors on publications,” said Julia
Lane, a co-author on the study and a professor at New York University. “The gap is
strong, persistent, and independent of the research field.”

And there was another, even larger, gap. Women are not nearly as likely as men to
be named on patents related to projects that they both worked on—even controlling for
all factors, the gap was 59%. The administrative data that was key to this study came
from the UMETRICS dataset available through the Institute for Research on
Innovation and Science, which contained detailed information on sponsored research
projects for 52 colleges and universities from 2013 to 2016. It included information on
128,859 people who worked on 9,778 research teams, including faculty members,
graduate students, postdoctoral researchers, research staff, and undergraduates.

This study showed that at every position level, women were less likely than men to
get credit. The gap was particularly evident at earlier stages of their careers. For
example, only 15 out of 100 female graduate students were ever named as an author on
a document, compared with 21 out of 100 male graduate students.
