There are several forms of research into puppetry: for example, the point of view of
theatre historians and scholars is different from that of anthropologists and
ethnographers. At first, most of the information came from amateurs, travelers, and
occasional spectators of puppet shows.

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PASSAGE 2:

In 1852, the first history of puppetry was written and published by Charles Magnin in
Paris (The History of Puppets in Europe from Antiquity to Our Time, with a revised
edition in 1862 and a reissue in 1982), offering a new scholarly approach to this field.
After having collected a great quantity of facts, Magnin gave them a coherent
interpretation.
