To get your message across, you must pay attention to all the elements at your
disposal. With the help of these tips, your graphic design poster will be more fluid,
unified and persuasive.

The typography of a poster refers to the type of font and style utilized. One of the
frequently overlooked but key defining aspects of a poster is the font usage. Whether a
font 1s curly and wavy or rigid and strict can help to relay your message in a way that
is not glaringly noticeable. While it may be tempting to pick multiple creative fonts to
relay your message, it’s also vital to consider how it relays your message. Ideally, you
want to choose two or three fonts total in your design.

Fonts used for titles should be a display typeface (either creative or sans serif
fonts), while fonts used for text should be serif fonts because they are casily readable
by the viewer. These fonts should be different enough to be easily distinguishable from
one another, and also be able to create a unified design when used in the correct way

Creating balance within your poster is essential to creating a unified, cohesive look.
When design elements are not in balance, the viewer may feel uncomfortable looking
at your design. In general, there are two different ways to create balance: symmetric
and asymmetric. In a symmetrically balanced layout, similar design elements are
aligned in an equal way on either side of the vertical axis. Often, this results in a
mirror-image effect. This layout is perfect for a formal or static look. This could
include posters dedicated to formal events, art gallery viewings, and informative
gatherings.

In an asymmetric layout, balance is achieved with an unequal arrangement of
elements. Often, with the asymmetric layout, there could be a large object on one side
balanced by a small object on the opposite side. In general, these designs are more
difficult and complex because the visual weight of each element and its arrangement
need to be carefully considered. Asymmetric designs appear more casual than
symmetric layouts and create excellent posters for concerts, museums, and personal
services.

Knowing the difference between digital design and graphic design can be a challenge.
We tend to use these terms interchangeably, blurring the line of who is responsible for
what. If you have ever been curious about digital design and graphic design, this article
will explain the differences and how each comes into play within the design process.

It is important to understand that graphic design has been around much longer than
digital design. Graphic designers originally worked in print, mainly with books,
newspapers, magazines, brochures, and other static images. In the 1990s, however, the
rise of the internet called for graphic designers to adapt. Web design became an
important skill to know, and many graphic designers began offering web design and
logo design in addition to their traditional print work. Since basic design principles
remained consistent with both mediums, it made sense for graphic designers to adapt to
the latest demands.

While graphic design focuses mostly on static designs, digital design involves
movement, such as animation, interactive pages, and 2D or 3D modeling. Digital
designers create images and elements that will end up on a screen, whether that’s a
computer screen, a phone screen, a dashboard, or any other digital formats.

The commonality between digital design and graphic design is that they both create
forms of visual communication, often related to an idea, image, or brand. In both
instances, the designer’s goal is to transmit information and ideas to the audience using
symbols and imagery. This visual communication creates meaning for the viewer.

Another key characteristic of digital design is interactivity. Beyond being
aesthetically pleasing, your design needs to be usable, with a focus on how your user
will interact with it. This is important no matter what medium you’re designing for,
from web design to mobile app design and other mediums like wearables. As
technology advances, digital designers face the challenge of creating for a variety of
screen sizes. all with various uses and contexts.
