Archaeological discoveries in the past generation have enhanced greatly
our knowledge of the ancient Medes and Persians, our relatives of long

ago. The glories of Persepolis and Pasargadae, the home capitals of the
Persian kings, now stand revealed 1o us in a grandeur that staggers the
imagination. Excavations in progress are shedding new light on the Medes
and on the very origins of Iranian civilization.

Until now most of our books on the Medes and Persians told their
tale in terms of spectacular battles and protracted wars, and were usually
written from a Greek point of view. Hence the Medes and the Persians
often got rather short shrift. In consequence the student in the west has
been taught to look upon the Greeks as the glorious defenders of his
cultural heritage in their wars with the Achaemenid Empire. Had there
been no gallant Spartan stand at Thermopylae, no Athenian-led victory at
Marathon and Salamis, no allied Greek triumph at Plataea, civilization
would have been still-born—-or so these ancient stiories would have us
believe. 'I'he independent, vigorous, cultured, democratic Greeks would
have [allen under the heel of oriental despotism; vouthful Europe would
have lapsed into barbarism. This has been the traditional version of the
story in the west since the fifth century B.C.

Yet from an Iranian viewpoint these celebrated conflicts were
probably litile more than border incidents, scarcely affecting the onward
march of mighty imperial affairs. And as for civilization versus barbarism,
an Iranian would have had rather different opinions on that!

It is time then for the west to be more widely exposed to an objective
account of the exploits and contributions of the Medes and the Persians—
of their achievemenis and their failures, their religion, customs, and ways of

life.

On the death of Ghazan in 703/1304 the state of the Ilkhans had
passed its zenith. Ghazan’s brother, @!Qlﬂ}rtﬁ, did not continue the work of
reform but did at least act capably in the internal administration and in the
military sphere. On the other hand, his embracing of Shi‘ism in 1310
brought great affliction to the country, since he now proceeded with severe
measures against the Sunnis, who were still in the majority; the Christians
also suffered more under him than they had under Ghéazan (who had
quickly suppressed the attempted campaign of terrorism against them in
1295-6). Thus, civil war was threatening the state when Oldjeytii died in
716/1316 and his young son Abii Sa‘id (the first Mongol ruler with a purely
Islamic name) reverted to Sunni Islam. His youth, however, permitted the
various factions around him to indulge in many kinds of intrigues. The
vizier Rashid al-Din, also important as an historian, was executed in 1318.
Into his place stepped a general, Cuban (Coban) who collaborated with the
other vizier ‘Ali Shah until the latter’s death in 724/1324, but who revealed
no statesmanlike skill of his own and fell victim 10 a plot three years later
through a concatenation of unfortunate circumstances. From that time on
the two factions of Ciban’s son, Hasan Kiitiik, and his former son-in-law,
Hasan Buzurg, fought each other almost continually. Abu Sa‘id no longer
played a significant part in this; he died in 736/1335 on a campaign in the
Caucasus.

With the death of Abu Sa‘id the Mongol dynasty practically came to
an end, although until 756/1355 a motley succession of princes of the
house—-and even a princess in 1339-40-were installed and deposed as
Khans. The real power lay in the hands of the two Hasans, of whom the
younger was murdered in 1344 and the elder gradually repulsed to

Baghdad, where he founded the dynasty of the Djalayirids, whose sway
remained limited to Mesopotamia.

The Saldjuk period in some ways represents a culmination of previous
d&velapn?enl, in others a new departure. There had been from the 3rd/9th
century onwards much recruitment of Turkish slaves in western and
castern Persia, and the Ghaznavids were, by origin, a slave dynasty. During
their rule there was an increased militarization of the state, but no major
change 1n its structure. The Ghuzz movement was different: it was a tribal
migration, and the Saldjiks who emerged as its leaders became, almost by
chance, the rulers of a vast empire. This, at its height, stretched from
Transoxania to Syria and Anatolia, though the last two were never under
the effective controi of the Great Saldjuk sultan, and included Khuréasan
and the rest of Persia, ‘Irak-i-‘Arab, and the Djazira. The numbers involved
in this migration were not large: those takfﬁg part were to be counted,
perhaps, in tens of thousands. They seem to have caused remarkably little
dislocation economically. Small though their numbers were, they altered
the balance of the population in two ways: henceforward the two main
elements were Persian and Turkish—the dichotomy of the early centuries
between ‘arab and ‘adjam was replaced by that between rurk and tadjik, and
secondly there was an expansion of nomadism and a more strungl}r_markﬁd
dichotomy between settled and semi-settled. This dichotomy, in the early
period of Saldjuk rule, coincided, to some extent, with that between Turk
and n-::rnuTurk,_and this in turn corresponded, in large measure, with the
dichotomy between the military and the rest of the population.

The Saldjik leaders were not simply the leaders of a nomad tribal
group. They were also familiar with urban life, and from the very beginning
of their transformation into the rulers of an empire they had settled
Capitals. As heirs to an empire and, 1o the civilization which had developed

in the lands of the Eastern Caliphate, they became the defenders of Sunni
Islam and under them a great revival took place.
