The internal construction of the empire is closely associated with the name of one man, one of
the most significant political architects of early Islam: Abu Ali Hassan ibn Ali Tussi (1018-1092),
known by his name of honor, Nizam al-Mulk (“Order of the Empire”). The son of a Ghaznavid tax
collector, he rapidly won high honors at the courts of Chaghri and Alp Arslan as a jurist and expert
in administration. By 1060 he was already Alp Arslan’s vizier for Khorasan, but in 1063 became
vizier of the Great Seljuk Empire, when his master took over supreme leadership. Under Malik-
Shah he was able to further increase his personal power and establish the hegemony of his family in
the political leadership of the empire.

Nizam developed this office into the most important political institution: as head of the Great
Divan, the empire’s government, he was, above all else, in charge of the finances and tax revenues
accompanied the sultan on his military campaigns, and controlled all the religious and juridical
matters of the empire. In his Siyasat-name (Book of statecraft), the most important political work of

the early Islamic period, he set out the principles for efficient centralized government in a sober and
pragmatic manner.

The Seljuks, who for a time ruled over one of Islam’s largest empires, were originally nomadic
Turkish shepherds from the steppes of Central Asia. They belonged to the great Oghuz federation of
nine Turkish tribes that, since the 8th century, had been steadily spreading west as far as the Aral
Sea. Deployed by the rulers of Central Asia from this time as defenders against invading Islamic
Arabs, the Oghuz Turks had conquered their own territories and exerted pressure on the Samanids
of Bukhara until the region finally fell to the Turkish Qarakhanids.

The clan adopted Islam ¢.960 under one of its first leaders, Seljuk, from whom it took its name,
and its members henceforth carried out their raids to the west and south as Islamic “frontier
warriors” (ghazi) and religious fighters. After Seljuk’s death, his three sons and ultimately two
grandsons led the clan and spread further through Khorasan and the Oxus region. After being
defeated by the region’s ruler, Mahmud of Ghazna, in 1026, while in the service of the
Qarakhanids, the Seljuks split into three groups. While one of them remained in the east, the two
groups led by Seljuk’s grandsons crossed Khorasan in a westerly direction to Afghanistan, where

several cities succumbed to them: Merv in 1037, Herat and Nishapur in 1038. This was the
beginning of the Seljuks’ territorial rule.
