Subsistence agriculture (also known as self sufficiency in terms of agriculture) is a
method of farming in which farmers plan to grow only enough food to feed the family
farming, pay taxes or feudal dues, and perhaps provide a small marketable surplus.
Subsistence agriculture usually refers to a farm that is enough to feed the family but
will not be enough for the family to participate extensively in the cash market. The
typical subsistence farm has the range of crops and animals needed by the family to
eat during the year. Planting decisions are made with an eye to what the family will
need during the coming year, rather than market prices. Subsistence peasants are
people who grow what they eat, build their own houses, and live without regularly
making purchases in the marketplace. Subsistence grain-growing agriculture
(predominantly wheat and barley) first emerged during the Neolithic era when
humans started to settle in the Nile, Eurphrates, and Indus River Valleys. It was the
dominant mode of production in the the world until very recently when market-based
capitalism became important. Subsistence horticulture may have developed earlier in
South East Asia and Papua New Guinea. Subsistence farming continues today in
large parts of up-country Africa, and other countries of Asia and South America.
Subsistence agriculture had by and large disappeared in Europe by the beginning of
World War I, and in North America with the movement of share croppers and tenant
farmers out of the American South and Midwest during the 1930s and 1940s.

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Almost one third of the world’s population are members of farming households in
Asia. Most of these farming families are small holders. Forty years ago, the Green
Revolution was launched with the aim of improving the productivity of small

- farmers. By improving access to water, improved varieties, and other inputs, the
Green Revolution helped to double average rice yields between the 1960’s and the
1990’s. During the 1970s-it became increasingly apparent that pest resistance and
resurgence caused by the indiscriminate use of insecticides posed an immediate threat
to the gains of the Green Revolution. At the same time, research was being conducted
that demonstrated the viability of biological control of major rice pests. However,
gaps still existed between the science generated in research institutions and common
farmer practice conditioned by years of aggressive promotion of pesticide use. Over
the ensuing years, @ number of approaches were tried to bring integrated pest
management (IPM) to small farmers - particularly rice farmers - in Asia, with mixed
results. Some experts claimed that the principles of IPM were too complex for small
farmers to master, and that centrally-designed messages were still the only way to
convince farmers to change their practices. By the end of the 1980s, a new approach
to farmer training emerged in Indonesia called the Farmer Field School' (FFS). The
broad problem which these field schools were designed to address was a lack of

- knowledge among Asian farmers relating to agroecology, particularly the relationship
between insect pests and beneficial insects. -

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It is arguable whether any sort of "idyllic" life existed for most of the millions of family
farms that have disappeared in recent decades. At the beginning of 20th century, an
average farm in North America produced much less food per acre than it does
nowadays. A likely conclusion is that for a time in the middle decades of the last
century, a large number of farms achieved a temporarily comfortable position by
capitalizing on rapidly emerging new technologies, markets, and growth-oriented
philosophies. As growth and "production efficiency” kept increasing, this position
began to reverse noticeably, at least by the 1970s. The number of farms, and of farm
families living on the land, has dropped every decade in the United States since 1920.
In part this was a function of economies of scale and competitive pressures. In part it
may be perceived as an indication that "family farming", in‘its raw, realistic form, is
just plain hard work, with limited social and cultural opportunities, and competes
poorly as an occupation and a "lifestyle” with urban and suburban opportunities. In the
current situation, for the independent "family farmer" to regain any sort of practical
economic independence, it would seem necessary that the entire food industry be
restructured. Furthermore, given the extreme number of defunct family farms, it is not
so much a matter of saving or preserving the family farm (whatever it was, it is
effectively already gone), but of using the remaining knowledge, expertise and farms as
the framework for the "new family farm." A serious question, however, is whether the
entire food system should be "restructured” in order to preserve a failed or perhaps
mythological ideal, or whether the population of the world, now approaching 7 billion
people, will be sustained by a return to land-extensive farming and local mom and pop
marketing practices.
