Housing policy for low-income groups has tended to treat women as
invisible such that their needs have not been taken into consideration.
Information on woman-headed households in Brazil as in many other
countries is limited, and the number of woman-head households is
probably underestimated.

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Three-fourths of the new membership in the world’s population
during the 21¥ Century will live in Third World Cities. Making
these cities more livable is the archetypal challenge of 21* Century
governance. Currently, the trajectory seems to lead in the opposite:
direction. From Bangkok to Rio, levels of air and water pollution
are rising and getting to work takes longer and longer. Affordable
housing is an endangered species and green space is shrinking.
The large cities of the Third World are becoming unlivable for
ordinary people at the same time that they are becoming “world
cities,” increasingly important nodes in the financial and
productive networks in the global economy. They are also
becoming ecologically unsustainable, degrading environmental
resources inside and outside the urbanized area itself at a rate that
cannot be kept up over the long run.

The coin of livability has two faces. Livelihood is one of them.
Unless cities provide livelihoods, they are not sustainable from
point of view of their citizens. This is not simply a question of
jobs; it is a question of jobs close enough to decent housing with
rents commensurate with the wages that the jobs pay. At the same
time, livable cities must be ecologically sustainable. This is the
other face of the coin of livability. If the quest for jobs and
housing is solved by strategies that progressively and irreparably
degrade the environment of the city and the hinterland that
surrounds it, then the livelihood problem is not really being solved.
Degradation means that livelihood is being bought at the expense
