PASSAGE

Music in the Baroque period was affected by the traditions, languages and aesthetic values prevalent in
Europe during the late seventeenth and early eighteenth centuries. Three principal national stvles can
be distinguished during this period. The three styles, namely French, lfalian and German existed
concurrently and influenced Baroque music in different ways. The concept of natienal style concerns
not only the ways composers wrote their music but also aspects of instrument construction and sound
ideal. The French style was initiated by an ltalian composer Giovanni Battista Lulli, later named Jean
Baptiste Lully, whom Louis 1V had invited to his court to establish French standards in music. Lully
incorporated rhythmic subtlety and precision into music, and initiated the use of French courtly danca
forms in orchestral music. In contrast to the French style, the Italian style involved emotional
expression on the model of speech. Although the [talian language’s free type of expression resulted in
music taking second place to words, the [talian style encouraged a trend toward instrumental music.
The Italian style was free, extravagant and negligent in rhythmic precision and had a preference for
expressive dvnamics. The German style as perceived by Quantz, supported the case for a mixed style
which ‘made use of the good things in all types of foreign music’. The German style therefore
developed a compositional idiom where composers integrated a mixture of French delicacy and [talian
vitality.

guidelines that are addressed in research cover information on the range of pitches in the songs, the
um.rvalhc and structural characteristic of the melodies, and the subject of the songs. Range is the most
important consideration when choosing beginning songs for children. Most songs in songbooks are
notated in keys that accommodate children’s voices. If the range is beyond the children’s range,
teachers should transpose the song to the desired pitch where the children can comfortablv sing it.
Research has shown that the most easily used range of pitches among children is from A below mu:ia.
C to G above middle C. Another important unmderatmn when selecting songs for children is the
structural characteristics of the song. Children’s songs should contain much repetition of melodic and
thythmic patterns. Also, songs with limited ranges, small skips and prevalent descending melodic lines
are easier to remember by children.
