The Hajj is a pilgrimage to Mecca. It is the largest annual pilgrimage in the world. It is
the fifth pillar of Islam, an obligation that must be carried out at least once in their
lifetime by every able-bodied Muslim who can afford to do so. It is a demonstration of
the solidarity of the Muslim people, and their submission to God (Arabic: Allah). The
pilgrimage occurs from the 10th to the 15th day of Dhu al-Hijjah, the 12th month of the
Islamic calendar. Because the Islamic calendar is a lunar calendar, eleven days shorter
than the Gregorian calendar used in the Western world, the Gregorian date of the Hajj is

eleven days earlier from year to year. In 2007, the Hajj was from December 17 to
December 21; in 2008 from the first week of December.

The Hajj is associated with the life of Muhammad, but the ritual of pilgrimage to Mecca
predates Islam, and is considered by Muslims to stretch back to the time of Ibraham and
Is'mail. Pilgrims join processions of hundreds of thousands of people, who

As of 2007, an estimated two million pilgrims participated in this annual pilgrimage.

Crowd-control techniques have become critical, and because of the large numbers of
people, many of the rituals have become more stylized. It is not necessary to kiss the
Black Stone, but merely to point at it on each circuit around the Kaaba. Throwing pebbles
was done at large pillars, which for safety reasons were in 2004 changed to long walls
with catch basins below to catch the stones. The slaughter of an animal can be done either
personally, or by appointing someone else to do it, and so forth.
