The comparison between traditional systems of agriculture and Green
Revolution agniculture has been unfair, because Green Revolution agriculture produces
monocultures | of cereal grains, while . traditional agriculture usually incorporates
polycultures. This production of monoculture cereal crops is frequently used for export,
feed for animals, or conversion into biofuel. Additionally, some claim traditional systems
of agriculture that were displaced by the Green Revolution such as the chinampas in
Mexico or raised-field rice farming in Asia can be highly-productive. Critics point out
that these traditional forms of agriculture produced less food than Green Revolution
crops, and were prone to famine, as evidenced by the frequency of famine in these
communities.
