Throughout the world the rise in the use of the motorcar, along with the new demands of
industry with automated techniques, needing more space, resulted in new town planning trends.
People were moving out of the inner cities to the ever-growing, sprawling suburbs, and their old
homes were being replaced by office blocks. This trend meant that vast areas of the world's
major cities would be buzzing by day but empty by night and at the weekends. For example, in
1958 the City Planning Board of Boston, Massachusetts, commissioned a redevelopment plan for
its city centre involving the demolition of 85% of the buildings and the elimination’ of all
residential housing.

Similarly, the demands of the motor car meant that cities were beginning to be intersected by
motorways, often cutting through historic areas without much concern about existing buildings.
The importance of the car - ownership of which was beginning to be considered a necessity
rather than a luxury in the 19505 and 1960s - was taken to éxtremes in-the planning of new
towns, such as Brazil's- show-piece federal capital, Brasilia (designed by Lucio Costa and Oscar
Niemeyer from 1956 to the present) and Cumbernauld, near Glasgow, in Scotland.
