Other social workers provide psychosocial support to individuals, families, or vulnerable
populations so they can cope with chronie, acute, or terminal illnesses, such as Alzheimer's
disease, cancer, or AIDS. They also advise family caregivers, counsel patients, and help plan
for patients' needs after discharge from hospitals.

A bachelor's degree is the minimum requirement for entry into the occupation, but some
positions require an advanced degree. All States and the District of Columbia have some
licensure, certification, or registration requirement; but these regulations vary.

A bachelor’s degree in social work (BSW) is the most common minimum requirement to
qualify for a job as a social worker; however, majors in psychology, sociology, and related
fields may qualify for some entry-level jobs, especially in small community agencies. Although
a bachelor’s degree is sufficient for entry into the field, an advanced degree is required for
some positions. A master’s degree in social work (MSW) is typically required for positions in
health and school settings and is required for clinical work, as well.

Some jobs in public and private agencies may require an advanced degree, such as an MSW
with a concentration in social services policy or administration. Supervisory, administrative,
and staff training positions usually require an advanced degree. College and university teaching

positions and most research appointments normally require a doctorate in social work (DSW or
Ph.D.).
