History books record that the first film with sound was The Jazz Singer in 1927. But sound
films or talkies did not suddenly appear after years of silent screenings. From the earliest
public performances in 1896, films were accompanied by music and sound effects. These were
produced by a single pianist, a small band, or a full-scale orchestra. Large movie theaters could
buy sound effects machines. Research into sound that was reproduced at exactly the same time
as the pictures — called synchronized sound — began soon after the very first films were shown.
With synchronized sound, characters on the movie screen could sing and speak. As early as
1896, the newly invented gramophone, which played a large disc carrying music and dialogue,
was used as a sound system. The biggest disadvantage was that the sound and pictures could
become unsynchronized if, for example, the gramophone needle jumped or if the speed of the
projector changed. This system was only effective for a single song or dialogue sequence.

In the sound-on-film system, sounds Were recorded as a series of marks on celluloid which
could be read by an optical sensor. These signals would be placed on the film alongside the
image, guaranteeing synchronization. Short feature films were produced in this way as early as
1922, This system eventually brought us talking pictures.

PASSAGE TWO:

It was once believed that being overweight is healthy, but nowadays few people subscribe to
this viewpoint. While many people are fighting the battle to reduce weight, studies are being
conducted conceming the appetite and how it is controlled by both emotional and Piochemical
factors. Some of the conclusions of these studies may give insights into how to deal with
weight problems. For example, when several hundred people were asked about their eating
habits in times of stress, 44 percent said they reacted to stressful situations by eating. Further
investigations with both humans and animals indicated that it is not food which relieves tension
but rather the act of chewing.

A test in which subjects were blindfolded showed that obese people have a keener sense of
taste and crave more flavorful food than nonobese people. When deprived of the variety and
intensity of tastes, obese people are not satisfied and consequently eat more to fulfill this need.
Blood samples taken from people after they were shown a picture of food revealed that
overweight people reacted with an increase in blood insulin, a chemical assotiated with
appetite, This did not happen to average-weight people.

In another experiment, results showed that certain people have a specific, biologically induced
hunger for carbohydrates. Eating carbohydrates raises the level of serotonin, a neurotransmitter
in the brain. Enough serotonin produces a sense of satiation, and hunger for carbohydrates
subsides.

Exercise has been recommended as an important part of a weight-loss program. However, it
has been found that mild exercise, such as using the stairs instead of the elevator, is better in
the long run than taking on a strenuous program, such as jogging. which many people find
difficult to continue over long periods of time and which also increases appetite.
