Passage 1:

The projects within the Green Revolution spread technologies that had already existed, but had
not been widely used outside of industrialized nations. These technologies included pesticides,
irrigation projects, and synthetic nitrogen fertilizer. The novel technological development of
the Green Revolution was the production of what some referred to as “miracle seeds.”
Scientists created strains of maize, and rice that are generally referred to as HYVs or “high-
vielding varieties.” HYVs have an increased nitrogen-absorbing potential compared to other
varieties. Since cereals that absorbed extra nitrogen would typically lodge, or fall over before
harvest, semi-dwarfing genes were bred into their genomes. Norin 10 wheat, a variety
developed by Orvill Vogel from Japanese dwarf wheat varieties, was instrumental in
developing Green Revolution wheat cultivars, IR8, the first widely implemented HYV rice to
be developed by the International Rice Research Institute (IRRI), was created through a cross
between an Indonesian variety named “Peta™ and a Chinese variety named “Dee Geo Woo
Gen.” Whit advances in molecular genetics, the mutant genes responsible for Arabidopsis
thaliana genes, wheat reduced-height genes (Rhif) and a rice semidwarf gene (sdl) were cloned.
These were identified as gibberellin biosynthesis genes or cellular signaling component genes.
Stem growth in the mutant background is significantly reduced leading to the dwarf phenotype.
Photosynthetic investment in the stem is reduced dramatically as the shorter plants are
inherently more stable mechanically. Assimilates become redirected to grain production,
amplifying in particular the effect of chemical fertilizers on commercial yield. HYVs
significantly outperform traditional varieties in the presence of adequate irrigation, pesticides,
and fertilizers. In the absence of these inputs, traditional varieties may outperform HYVs. One
criticism of HYVs is that they were developed as F1 hybrids, meaning they need to be
purchased by a farmer every season rather than saved from previous seasons.

Passage 2:

Cooperatives as a from of business organization are distinet from the more common investor-
owned firms (IOFs). Both are organized as corporations, but IOFs pursue profit maximization
objectives, whereas cooperalives strive to maximize the benefits they generate for their
member (which usually involves zero-profit operation). Agricultural cooperatives are therefore
created in situations where farmers cannot obtain essential services fro [OFs, or when [OFs
provide the services at disadvantageous terms to the farmers (i.e. the services are available, but
the profit-motivated prices are too high for the farmers). The former situations are
characterized in economic theory as market failure or missing services motive. The latter drive
the creation of cooperatives as a competitive yardstick or as a means of allowing farmers to
build countervailing market power to oppose the [OFs. The concept of competitive yardstick
implies that farmers, faced with unsatisfactory performance by I0Fs, may from a cooperative
firm whose purpose is to force the 10Fs, through competition, to improve their service to
farmers. A practical motivation for the creation of agricultural cooperatives is related to the
ability of farmers to pool production and/or resources. In many situations within agriculture, it
is simply too expensive for farmers to manufacture products or undertake a service.
Cooperatives provide a method for farmers to join together in an “association’, through which a
group of farmers can acquire a better outcome, typically financial, than by going alone. This
approach is aligned to the concept of economies of scale and can also be related as a from of
economic synergy, where “two or more agents working together to produce a result not
obtainable by any of the agents independently”. While it may seem reasonable to conclude that
larger the cooperative the better, this is not necessarily true.

Efficient marketing infrastructure such as wholesale, retail and assembly markets and storage
facilities is essential for cost-effective marketing, to minimise post-harvest losses and to reduce
health risks. Markets play an important role in rural development, incomie generation, food
security, developing rural- market linkages and gender issues. Planners need to be aware of
how to design markets that meet a community’s social and economic needs and how to choose
a suitable site for a new market. Rural assembly markets and located in production areas and
primarily serve as places where farmers can meet with traders to sell their products. These may
be occasional (perhaps weekly) markets, such as haat bazaars in India and Nepal, or
permanent. Terminal wholesale markets are located in major metropolitan areas, where
produce is finally channelled to consumers through trade between wholesalers and retailers,
caterers, etc. The characteristics of wholesale markets have changed considerably as retailing
changes in response to urban growth, the increasing role of supermarkets and increased
consumer spending capacity. Retail marketing systems in western countries have broadly
evolved from traditional street markets through to the modern hypermarket or out-pf-town
shopping centre. In developing countries, there remains considerable scope to improve
agricultural marketing by constructing new retail markets, despite the growth of supermarkets,
although municipalities often view markets as sources of revenue rather than infrastructure
requiring development. Effective regulation of markets is essential. Inside the market, both
hygiene rules and revenue collection activities have to be enforced. Of equal importance,
however, 15 the maintenance of order outside the market. Licensed traders in a market will not
be willing to cooperate in raising standards if they face competition from unlicensed operators
outside who do not pay any of the costs involved in providing a proper service.
