The current definition of the term mysticism arose via Platonism and Neo-Platonism—which
referred to the Eleusinian initiation as a metaphor for the "initiation" to spiritual truths and
experiences—and is the pursuit of communion with, identity with, or conscious awareness of
an ultimate reality, divinity, spiritual truth, or God through direct experience, intuition or
insight. Mysticism usually centers on practices intended to nurture those experiences.
Mysticism may be dualistic, maintaining a distinction between the self and the divine, or may
be non-dualistic.

Many if not all of the world's great religions have arisen around the teachings of mystics
(including Buddha, Jesus, Lao Tze, and Krishna); and most religious traditions describe
fundamental mystical experience, at least esoterically. Enlightenment or Illumination are
generic English terms for the phenomenon, derived from the Latin illuminatio (applied to
Christian prayer in the 15th century) and adopted in English translations of Buddhist texts, but
used loosely to describe the state of mystical attainment regardless of faith.

Conventional religions, by definition, have strong institutional structures, including formal
hierarchies and mandated sacred texts and/or creeds. Adherents of the faith are expected to
respect or follow these closely, so mysticism is often deprecated or persecuted.

In The Emotion Machine, Marvin Minsky argues that mystical experiences only seem profound
and persuasive because the mind's critical faculties are relatively inactive during them:

Sufism has been characterized as the science of the states of the lower self (the ego), and the
way of purifying this lower self of its reprehensible traits, while adorning it instead with what
is praiseworthy, whether or not this process of cleansing and purifying the heart is in time
rewarded by esoteric knowledge of God. This can be conceived in terms of two basic typzs of
law (figh), an outer law concerned with actions, and an inner law concerned with the human
heart.

In particular,
Harun al-Rashid, the fifth Abbasid Caliph, attracted negative attention for his lavish lifestyle,
including gold and silver tableware, an extensive harem and numerous slaves and retainers,
that stood in contrast to the relative simplicity of Muhammad's life.
