FASSAGE 1

Participatory rural appraisal (PRA)is an approach used by non-governmental
organizations (NGOs) and other agencies involved in international development. The approach
aims to incorporate the knowledge and opinions of rural people in the planning and
management of development projects and programmes. Hundreds of participatory techniques
and tools have been described in a variety of books and newsletters, or taught at training
courses around the world. These techniques can be divided into four categories: Group
dynamics, e.g. learning contracts, role reversals, feedback sessions; Sampling, e.g. transect
walks, wealth ranking, social mapping; Interviewing, e.g. focus group discussions, sen-
structured interviews, triangulation; Visualization e.g. venn diagrams, matrix scoring,
timelines. To ensure that people are not excluded from participation, these techniques
avoid writing wherever possible, relying instead on the tools of oral communication like
pictures, symbols, physical objects and group memory. Efforts are made in many projects,
however, to build a bridge to formal literacy; for example by teaching people how to sign their
names or recognize their signatures. A key idea that has accompanied the development of PRA
techniques is that of ‘new professionalism’. The central thrusts of the [new] paradigm are
decentralization and empowerment. Decentralization means that resources and discretion are
devolved, turning back the inward and upward flows of resources and people. Empowerment
means that peoaple, especially poorer people, arc cnabled Lo take more control over their lives,
and secure a better livelihood with ownership and control of productive asscts as one key
element. Decentralization and cmpowerment enable local people to exploit the diverse
complexities of their own conditions, and to adapt to rapid change. To be an external agent of
change within this discipline implies two-way learning. Development agents learn to both
appreciate and lever the power of oral culture and the transformations that are possible within
it,

PASSACE 2

Community-led Total Sanitation (CL'1$) is an innovative mcthodology for mobilising
communities to completely eliminate open defecation (OD). Communities arc facilitated to
conduct their own gppraisal and analysis of open detecation (O} and take their own action o
become ODF (open defecation free). At the heart ol CLTS lies the recognition that mercly
providing toilets does not guarantee their use, nor result in improved sanitation and hygicne.
Farlier approaches to sanitation prescribed high initial standards and offered subsidics as an
incentive. PBut this olten led to uneven adoption. problems with long-term sustainability and
only partial use. Open defecation and the cycle of lecal-oral contamination continued to spread
disease. In contrast, CLTS focuses on the behavioural change needed to cnsure real and
sustainable improvements — investing in community mobilisation instcad of hardware. and
shifting the focus from toilet construction for individual households to the creation of “open
defecation-Iree” villages. By raising awareness that as long as cven a minority eontinues to
defecate in the open everyone is at risk of disease. CLTS triggers the community’s desire lor
change. propels them into action and encourages innovation, mutual support and appropriate
local solutions, thus leading to greater ownership and sustainability. CLTS was pioneered by
Kamal Kar together with VERC (Village Education Resource Centre), a partner ol WatcrAid
Bangladesh. in 2000. Kar, who had years ol experience in participatory approaches in a range
of development projects, succeeded in persuading the local NGO to stop top-down loilet
construction. He advocated change in institutional attitude and the need to draw on intense
local mobilisalion and [facilitation to cnable villagers to analyse their sanitation
and waste situation and bring about coilective decision-making Lo stop open defceation.

Participatory development (PD) has taken a variety of forms since it emerged in the 1970s,
when it was introduced as an important part of the "basic needs approach™ to development.
Research conducted by several development agencies (World Bank. CIDA, [RDP) suggests
that there are many benefits 1o be gained through the use of PID. These studies suggest that
while PD projects may have high start up costs, they are more sustainable in the long
run. These studies also found that PD projects are better at addressing local needs and are
generally more relevant 1o local populations than traditional development projects. When
compared with traditional forms ol development. PD is sometimes criticized for being slow. A
project may take longer if one has to cngape, work and come to a consensus with local
communities, than if one did not have 10 do these things. PD may also have higher start up
costs than traditional development. In addilion, PI) is criticized for reaching a smaller
papulation than traditional development. Convmunity dialogue and augmentation may initially
involve only a few individuals, whereas dropped food aid reaches hundreds of people. More
radical development thinkers have put several criticisms forward. PD projects have been
accused of treating communities as if everyone in them is the same. This issuc has been raised
most specifically with regard to gender. Critics suggest that while many organizations
acknowledge the importance of including women in PI) projeets, the history of success has
been limited. This may be because PD projects seek to address women’s immediale needs
without addressing underlying aspects of gender subordination such as the unequal division of
teproductive labour, restrictions on female mobility, domestic violence and women's lack ol
aulonomy.
