There are those who feel that long-term memory mechanisms might be further
subdivided on the basis of the Kind ol information being stored. The distinction at issue
is based on the observation that you can remember facts of a personal nature (e.g.. what
vou did last night) as well those of a non-personal nature (e.g., that Napoleon was
defeated at Waterloo, or the meaning of “famous™). Memory for the former sort of
information is called episodic memory while memory for the latter is called semantic
memory. The driving question for those interested in this distinction is whether or not
the two kinds of information at issue are handled by two distinet long-term memory
mechanisms.

Some early support for the claim that there are distinct memory mechanisms was
offered by informal (or anecdotal) evidence concerning individuals with hippocampal
damage. Such individuals often have intact memory for non-personal facts and word
meanings. but their memory of personal events is severely impaired. It is unclear what
should be concluded on this basis, however, because it is very difficult to assess
precisely when non-personal information was learmed. Try to remember, for instance,
when you first learned of Napoleon's defeat at Waterloo. Some recent studies suggest
that the hippocampus plays a critical role in both episodic and semantic memory.

PASSAGE 2:

A large part of the research on memory is based on experiments conducted in
laboratories. Those who take part in the experiments — the participants —are asked to
perform tasks such as recalling lists of words and numbers, Both the setting — the
laboratory — and the tasks are a long way from everyday life. In many cases. the setting
15 artificial and the tasks fairly meaningless. Does this matter?

Psychologists use the term ecological validity to refer to the extent to which the
findings of research studies can be generalized to other settings. An experiment has
high ecological validity if its lindings can be generalized. that is applied or extended, to
settings outside the laboratory, It is often assumed that if an experiment is realistic or
true-to-life. then there is a greater likelihood that its findings can be generalized. it is
not realistic then there is less likelihood that the findings can be generalized. In this case,
the experiment will have low ecological validity.

Many experiments designed to investigate memory have been criticized for having
low ecological validity. First. the laboratory is an artificial situation. People are
removed from their normal social settings and asked to take part in a psychological
experiment. They are directed by an “experimenter” and may be placed in the company
of complete strangers. For many people. this is a brand new experience. far removed
from their evervday lives. Will this setting affect their actions. will they behave
normally?

Often, the tasks participants are asked to perform can appear artificial and
meaningless. Few, if any, people would attempt to memorize and recall a list of
unconnected words in their daily lives. And it is not clear how tasks such as this relate
to the use of memory in everyday life. The artificiality of many experiments has led
some researchers to question whether their findings can be generalized to real life. As
a result. many memory experiments have been criticized for having low ecological
validity.

PASSAGE 3:

Attempts to understand the mind and its operation go back at least to the Ancient Greeks,
when philosophers such as Plato and Aristotle tried to explain the nature of human
knowledge. The study of mind remained the provinee of philosophy until the nineteenth
century, when experimental psychology developed. Wilhelm Wundt and his students
initiated laboratory methods for studying mental operations more systematically. Within
a few decades, however, experimental psychology became dominated by behaviorism,
a view that virtually denied the existence of mind. According to behaviorists such as J.
B. Watson, psychology should restrict itself to examining the relation between
observable stimuli and observable behavioral responses. Talk of consciousness and
mental representations was banished from respectable scientific discussion. Especially
in North America. behaviorism dominated the psychological scene through the 1950s.
Around 1956, the intellectual landscape began to change dramatically. George Miller
summarized numerous studies which showed that the capacity of human thinking is
limited, with short-term memory, for example, limited to around seven items. He
proposed that memory limitations can be overcome by recoding information into
chunks, mental representations that require mental procedures for encoding and
decoding the information. At this time, primitive computers had been around for only a
few vears, but pioneers such as John McCarthy, Marvin Minsky, Allen Newell, and
Herbert Simon were founding the field of artificial intelligence. In addition. Noam
Chomsky rejected behaviorist assumptions about language as a learned habit and
proposed instead to explain language comprehension in terms of mental grammars
consisting of rules. The six thinkers mentioned in this paragraph can be viewed as the
founders of cognitive science.
