The Merriam-Webster Dictionary defines respect as "a feeling of admiring someone or
something that is good. valuable. important, etc.” This definition suggests that social
workers should treat chients, co-workers, and others with admiration, demonstrating
high regard for their value or importance. The dictionary also defines respect as "a
feeling or understanding that someone or something 15 important, serious, etc., and
should be treated in an appropriate way."

Although the dictionary does not explain what 1t means to treat someone n an
appropriate way. the Code of Ethics does provide further guidance about the meaning
of respect. For instance, respect means honoring a client's right to self-determination
and honoring a client's right to privacy. Respect also means being mindful of clients'
cultural and ethnic diversity. so workers can provide services in a culturally competent
manner.

Challenges regarding the duty to respect often arise when social workers and chients
have different interpretations of what it means to be respectful particularly if they
come from different cultures. A worker, for instance, might believe that it is respectful
to provide direct eye contact. whereas a client might believe that respect demands
indirect eye contact. The Golden Rule suggests, "Do unto others as you would have
them do unto you." So, should the worker use her own definition of respect and
provide direct eye contact? Wouldn't such action mdicate the worker 15 1imposing
values and beliefs on the client, thus offending the duty of respect? Perhaps the
Platinum Rule provides better guidance for social workers. "Do unto others as they
would have done unto them." The Platinum Rule honors the clients' dignity by
respecting their values, beliefs, and wishes.

Eradicating oppression and asserting their right to self-expression in a world that they
control has become a key concern of peoples across the globe as they engage with one
another to realize their hopes for a better tomorrow. Their demands for autonomy and
empowerment, coupled with the creation of more egalitarian social relations amongst
and between different populations, have challenged prevailing definitions of
citizenship and participation within the nation, including its welfare component, and
civil society.

Before designing an effective disciplinary system, it is important to understand the
mteractive nature and complexity that underhes student misbehavior. Student behavior
is shaped by a series of internal and external factors. Internally, physical,
developmental. and emotional factors often drive student behavior without students
fully understanding what the consequences might be. Externally, school and classroom
climate and interactions with peers and adults can also produce problematic behavior.
The failure to acknowledge this complex interplay of factors may help to explain why
current school disciplinary approaches are largely ineffective—school officials that
single out students rather than addressing the school contextual factors that contribute
to student misbehavior. Rather than limiting our view of discipline problems to
internal child deficits, we need to acknowledge this complex interaction and view
student behavior problems as the result of student-environment mismatches. This is
especially true for African American and Hispanic students, who receive a
disproportionate number of suspensions and expulsions.
