India's journey towards the acquisition of competitive defense technology so as to gain
assured capability against the military threats it confronts has essentially two routes.
The first route is indigenous production and the second is import of technology.
Despite considerable thrust on the first, albeit with an understandably limited budget,
the progress towards self-reliance in defense technology has not reached the
milestones that were set. There is no doubt that overall indigenous production has
significantly increased in technology levels and volumes over the decades.

PASSAGE 2:

Given the nature of work and the amount of time spent at work by soldiers, it is not
surprising that both work and workplace environment are potential sources of
significant stress, wielding a significant influence on the health and mental well-being
of the soldiers. Although an increasing number of studies have focused on the long-
term health consequences of conflicts on the armed forces, relatively few studies have
focused on the impact of armed conflicts on relationships, work and other aspects of
soldiers' life. Moreover, the frequent reports of suicide and fragging cases among the
military and paramilitary personnel have prompted several questions about the
consequences of armed conflicts.

The bulk of existing literature on mental health among the armed forces personnel
theorizes stress as an individual problem, specifically focusing on the pathological part
of it. This prescriptive understanding of mental health and stress leads nowhere but
blaming the victims by mdividualizing the siress and the interventions. In general,
stress among personnel in the armed forces is considered a malfunctioned behavioral
pattern, and more specifically a contagious psychiatric disorder, that needs to be
deeply probed to detect and screen out dissidents. This narrow conception of mental
health is not only inadequate to understand and explain the status of mental health and
well-being of a soldier, but, in fact. eclipses the interwoven nature of various social
determinants of health at workplace. Thus. the concentration of hiterature on mental
health of armed forces personnel does point to the possibility that systematic problems
have been individualized and thereby pathologized.

PASSAGE 3:

When South Africa emerged from apartheid 1solation i 1994 amid great expectations,
its government was confronted with two major dilemmas. The first was that of
presenting itself as a radical departure from the erstwhile notorious apartheid
government, which had as an article of faith the preservation of minority white rule.
Indeed, the fundamental way in which the African National Congress (ANC)-led
government could show itself as different from its predecessor was not only by its
domestic priorities but also by building new relationships both with Africa and the
entire world. South Africa's second dilemma was to create a unique national identity
for itself that would mark a clear path for the rainbow nation.

Because the country had long been associated with racist apartheid rule, it made
strategic sense to confront its past. And in a bid to transform 1ts image from that of a
pariah, Nelson Mandela as president made numerous foreign trips abroad to gamer
support for the new South Africa. As Geldenhuys puts 1t, "These exemplary features
and the saintly presidential presence of Nelson Mandela provided a solid domestic
base and the self-confidence to pursue an ambitious, moralistic foreign policy."
According to him, "South Africa's virtuous global citizenship since 1994 can be
regarded as the external corollary of 1ts commitment to democracy and good
governance at home.,"

South Africa's increasing prominence in Afiica has been due largely to its
assortment of hard and soft power over and above other regional contenders. As Alden
and Schoeman contend, post-apartheid South Africa has seemingly recognized the
utility of its material and ideational assets not only in representing its national interest
but also for promoting its global reputation. Thus, despite 1its relatively new status in
the international system. post-apartheid South Africa's emergence to the fore of

regional politics in Africa brought about significant changes in the geopolitical
calculus of the region.
