Upland rice 15 rice grown on dry soil. Most rice 1s grown in flooded rice paddies.
Nearly 100 million people now depend on upland rice as their daily staple food.
Almost two-thirds of the upland rice area is in Asia. Bangladesh, Cambodia, China,
India, Indonesia, Myanmar, Thailand, and Vietnam are important producers, Upland
rice is grown in rainfed fields prepared and seeded when dry, much like wheat or
maize, The ecosystem is extremely diverse, including fields that are level, gently
rolling or steep. at altitudes up to 2,000 metres and with rainfall ranging from 1.000 to
4,500 mm annually. Soils range from highly fertile to highly weathered, infertile and
acidic, but only 15 percent of total upland rice grows where soils are fertile and the
growing season is long. Many upland farmers plant local rices that do not respond well
to improved management practices—but these are well adapted to their environments
and produce grains that meet local needs. Although the rice technology of the 1960s
and 70s focused on irrigated rice, farmers in the uplands were not forgotten.
Researchers produced cultivars adapted to poor soils, and with improved blast
resistance and drought tolerance. Some have outvielded traditional rices by more than
100 percent in evaluations. Scientists at national agricultural research systems have
crossed these improved rices with local cultivars and farmers are now beginning to
grow the progeny. New challenges are emerging in the world's upland rice farming
areas, where already some of the world's poorest farmers try to wrest a living from
fragile soils that are fast being degraded. Population growth, the demands of urbanism
and industry, and the increasing adoption of high value cash crop farming in the
surrounding lowlands are leading to strong competition for upland terrain.

PASSAGE 2:

Satoyama is a Japanese term applied to the border zone or area between mountain
foothills and arable flat land. Literally. sato means arable and livable land or home
land, and yama means hill or mountain. Satovama have been developed through
centuries of small scale agricultural and forestry use. The concept of satoyama has
several definitions. The first definition is the management of forests through local
agricultural communities. During the Edo era. young and fallen leaves were gathered
from community forests to use as fertilizer in wet rice paddy fields. Villagers also used
wood for construction, cooking and heating. More recently, satovama has been defined
not only as mixed community forests, but also as entire landscapes that are used for
agriculture. According to this definition, satoyama contains a mosaic of mixed forests,
rice paddy fields, dry rice fields, grasslands. streams, ponds, and reservoirs for
irrigation. Farmers use the grasslands to feed horses and cattle. Streams, ponds, and
reservoirs play an important role in adjusting water levels of paddy fields and farming
fish as a food source. Satoyama have been disappearing due to the drastic shift in
natural resources from charcoal and firewood to oil and the change from compost to
chemical fertilizer. Also. the problem of aging in Japanese society can cause the
disappearance of satoyama because there are fewer people who can work in satoyama
which are considered as mtermediate disturbance on forests such as harvesting trees
for timber and charcoal, cutting shrubs for firewood and collecting litter as compost.
These human impacts can help the success of the forest occur. As the final causality of
the disappearing of satovama, pine dominated secondary forests in satovama were
increasingly destroyed since pine wilt disease devastated pine forests in the 1970s.

Extensive farming or extensive agriculture (as opposed to intensive farming) is an
agricultural production system that uses small inputs of labor, fertilizers. and capital,
relative to the land area being farmed. Extensive farming most commonly refers to
sheep and cattle farming in areas with low agricultural productivity, but can also refer
to large-scale growing of wheat. barley, cooking oils and other grain crops in areas like
the Murray-Darling Basin. Here, owing to the extreme age and poverty of the soils,
vields per hectare are very low, but the flat terrain and very large farm sizes mean
vields per umit of labour are high. Nomadic herding 15 an extreme example of
extensive farming, where herders move their animals to use feed from occasional
rainfalls. Extensive farming is found in the mid-latitude sections of most continents, as
well as in desert regions where water for cropping is not available. The nature of
extensive farming means it requires less rainfall than intensive farming. The farm 1s
usually large in comparison with the numbers working and money spent on it. In most
parts of Western Australia, pastures are so poor that only one sheep to the square mile
can be supported. Just as the demand has led to the basic division of cropping and
pastoral activities, these areas can also be subdivided depending on the region's
rainfall, vegetation type and agnicultural activity within the area. Extensive farming
can have the following problems: vields tend to be much lower than with intensive
farming in the short term; large land requirements limit the habitat of wild species (in
some cases, even very low stocking rates can be dangerous), as is the case with
intensive farming.
