The media focus on what their readers personally care about. Thus, even if their readers
are irrational in some belief (e.g.. harbor some irrational hate), the media nevertheless will
treat that hatred as rational. Hence. when slavery was commonly accepted in the United

States, the media presentsed slavery as “natural”. When the country became divided on
the issue, the media followed suit (each paper presenting as right what its readers believed
to be right).

Human “objectivity™ is an ideal that no one perfectly achieves. It requires a great
deal of intellectual humility (knowledge of our extensive ignorance) and begins by
freely admitting one’s own point of view, as well as the need to consider competing
sources of information and opinion when making important judgments.

Whether the media simply reflect our cultural morality or whether they directly
influence that morality is a question of considerable debate and disagreement.
Undeniably. the media influence our lives in myriad ways—some good. some not so
good. We rely on them for information vital to our daily lives, including everything
from hurricane alerts to the variety of products available for headache relief. They also
sell us ideas and images we might not otherwise be exposed to were it not for the
"mass" nature of the media. They can, and sometimes do, remind us of the joys of
being human: but just as often they pander to our basest instincts.

The media reflect our lives in a number of ways as well. We see ourselves in
newscasts. we wonder with commentators at the seeming increases in violence and
other undesirable cultural trends, and we increasingly enjoy ever speedier and flashier
entertainment. In fact, the debate over whether the media contribute to or merely
reflect societal mores is really a false one. It is ridiculous to think that they don't do
both. They do reflect what we are right now, sometimes distilled so much as to be
simply a caricature, but reflective none the less. They also constantly test our reactions
to change. and back off only when it becomes unprofitable for them not to do so. They
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may not innovate as much as many would like. but they do evolve. and so influence us
in often subtle ways. Is this necessarily bad? No. All societies are organic in the sense
that they are constantly changing. Modern mass media are both reflective of that
change and effective agents of it.

PASSAGE 3:

Today. the feeling is that society is becoming increasingly fragmentary. uncertain.
fluctuating. liquid. estranged and manipulated. In other words. it is decreasingly "human’,
if not inhuman, in its everyday social relationships. Social problems are increasing,
whilst solutions are receding. In the Western world, especially in Europe. there is a
feeling of deep unease and increasingly vocal expressions of dissatisfaction. This issue
has been discussed by most major contemporary sociologists, such as Niklas [L.uhmann,
Ulrich Beck or Zigmunt Bauman.

Empirical research confirms this unease to be largely the case because it is reflected
by objective indicators, both as far as institutions are concerned (reputed to be incapable
of responding to people's problems) and also for inter-subjective relations (perceived as
being increasingly volatile and devoid of meaning). In stressing this issue, it is not
denied that there are also signs of great vitality and regeneration. Nevertheless. such
'happy areas' are usually under siege and increasingly difficult to develop and to
cultivate. What is happening?

Communitarians deplore the growing dysfunctionality of the community. Liberals
denounce the demise of the individual as the center of free and responsible decision-
making. Socialists draw attention to the loss of solidarity and robust social cohesion. To
solve these problems, is it sufficient to call on people to be a little more humane (to
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show unity, tolerance, a willingness to be peaceable etc.) in their personal relations?
Many believe so and stop there. Others demand structural reforms with the aim of
inducing people to behave pro-socially. These are like dogs chasing their own tails,
because the more they work to implement their social reforms the more noticeable is the
stridence of individualism and privatization, with all their negative consequences,
namely, the further loss of solidarity and significant social bonds.

It is in this manner that the majority of modern sociologists describe the human
condition in the West. There is little hope for positive outcomes (in the sense of these
becoming more 'human'), but only uncertain lurches towards a 'post-human’ society.
