At least a dozen models of creativity have been proposed during the past century. Most
of these have a common feature: they depend on a balance between analytical and
synthetic thinking, and usually describe the creative process as a sequence of phases
that alternate between these states.

PASSAGE 1:

During the years of national isolation, Japan's merchant class expanded enormously
and with them, the country’s towns and cities. By the eighteenth century, Edo (now
Tokyo) had emerged as the world’s largest city easily outstripping the largest that
Europe could offer, London and Paris. Thus, when Japan re-opened its doors in the
1850s. there were more. larger and denser cities than ever before for Westerners to
view. There were also many more people from the West to see them including. for the
first time. Americans for whom the journey was a relatively short single ocean hop.
But with few exceptions. the new stream of Western visitors from both sides of the
Atlantic (and other places) showed little generosity in their attitudes to Japan’s cities
and their built forms. To the “Enlightened’ Western eye of the latter half of the
nineteenth century, the cities appeared drab, featureless and insubstantial.

Reflecting upon the changes in Western attitudes towards Edo—Tokyo (Edo was
renamed Tokyo in 1868) between the pre- and post-isolation years, the Director of the
German Institute for Japan Studies. Josef Kriener. is of the opinion that the early
Europeans to visit Edo found a city *which they perceived as comparable to European
cities in some manner’ and therefore comprehensible in some ways. He believes that
this altered only after the Enlightenment in Europe and further suggests that this was
more tied to changes in European self-consciousness than to changes in Japan.

There is evidence of urban planning and designed communities dating back to the
Mesopotamian, Indus Valley, Minoan, and Egyptian civilizations in the third
millennium BCE. Archeologists studying the ruins of cities in these areas find paved
streets that were laid out at right angles in a grid pattern. The idea of a planned out
urban area evolved as different civilizations adopted it. Beginning in the 8th century
BCE. Greek city states were primarily centered on orthogonal (or grid-like) plans. The
ancient Romans, inspired by the Greeks, also used orthogonal plans for their cities.
City planning in the Roman world was developed for military defense and public
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convenience. The spread of the Roman Empire subsequently spread the ideas of urban
planning. As the Roman Empire declined. these ideas slowly disappeared. However,
many cities in Europe still held onto the planned Roman city center. Cities in Europe
from the 9th to 14th centuries often grew organically and sometimes chaotically. But
many hundreds of new towns were newly built according to preconceived plans. and
many others were enlarged with newly planned extensions. Most of these were
realized from the 12th to 14th centuries, with a peak-period at the end of the 13th.
From the 15th century on, much more is recorded of urban design and the people that
were involved. In this period. theoretical treatises on architecture and urban planning
start to appear in which theoretical questions are addressed and designs of towns and
cities are described and depicted. In the nineteenth century. several European rulers
ambitiously attempted to redesign capital cities. During the Second French Republic.
Baron Georges-Eugeéne Haussmann, under the direction of Napoleon III. redesigned
the city of Paris into a more modern capital. with long. straight, wide boulevards.

PASSAGE 3:

Language attrition is the process of losing a native, or first, language. This process is
generally caused by both isolation from speakers of the first language and the
acquisition and use of a second language, which interferes with the correct production
and comprehension of the first. Such interference from a second language is likely
experienced to some extent by all bilinguals, but is most evident among speakers for
whom a language other than their first has started to play an important, if not
dominant, role in everyday life; these speakers are at a higher risk for experiencing
language attrition. A notable example of this is found in immigrants, who may move to
a country in which a language foreign to them is spoken, and go on to use that later-
learned environmental language in their daily lives. Their gradual decline in
proficiency in their first language, or L1, resulting from both isolation from other
speakers of their L1 and interference from the .2 they are acquiring, is considered
language attrition.

There are a number of factors which may affect the process of L1 attrition.
Frequent exposure and use of a particular language is often assumed adequate to
maintain the native language system intact. However, research has often failed to
confirm this prediction. A positive attitude towards the potentially attriting language or
its speech community and motivation to retain the language are other factors which
may reduce the effects of attrition. This factor too is difficult to confirm by
research. However, age of the attriter can well predict the likelihood of attrition:
children are demonstrably more likely to lose their first language than adults. All of
these potential or proven factors are similar to those that affect second language
acquisition, and the two processes are sometimes compared. However, the overall
impact of these factors is far less strongly pronounced than what has been found in
second language acquisition.
