Calligraphy. from the Greek words kallos (beauty) and graphos (writing), refers to the
harmonious proportion of both letters within a word and words on a page. While some
of the best examples of calligraphic writing make this art form appear effortless, each
letter and diacritical mark is the result of painstaking measurements and multiple
strokes. Calligraphy appears on many objects in virtually every medium-—architecture,
paper, ceramics, carpets, jewelry, woodcarving, and metalwork. In addition to its
decorative qualities, it often provides valuable information about the object it
decorates, such as function, maker, patron, and date and place of production.

A number of factors, such as the prospective audience. content of the text. and the
shape of an object informs the type of script employed. Graceful and fluid scripts such
as nasta'lig are used for poetry: Qur’an manuscripts are written in bold and stately
scripts. and royal correspondence utilized complex scripts that are difficult to forge.

The philosophy of art is distinguished from art criticism, which is concerned with the
analysis and evaluation of particular works of art. Critical activity may be primarily
historical. as when a lecture is given on the conventions of the Elizabethan theater in
order to explain some of the devices used in Shakespeare’s plays. It may be primarily
analytical, as when a certain passage of poetry is separated into its elements and its
meaning in relation to other passages and other poems in the tradition. Or it may be
primarily evaluative. as when reasons are given for saying that the work of art in
question is good or bad. or better or worse than another one. Sometimes it is not a
single work of art but an entire class of works in a certain style or genre (such as
pastoral poems or Baroque music) that is being elucidated, and sometimes it is the art
of an entire period (such as Romantic). But in every case. the aim of art criticism is to
achieve an increased understanding or enjoyment of the work (or classes of works) of
art, and its statements are designed to achieve this end.

English art critic, professor. and curator Lawrence Alloway (b. 1926, London: d. 1990,
New York) brought a unique curatorial vision to the Guggenheim Muscum in the early
1960s. In contrast to founding director and curator Hilla Rebay’s inclination toward
the spiritual in art, Alloway exercised a strong, almost exclusively modernist vision
while at the museum. Credited as the first to coin the term “mass popular art.”™ which
quickly shortened to “Pop art.”™ Alloway was a critical supporter of emerging postwar
American art. Prior to his history with the Guggenheim, Alloway was a member of the
Independent Group (1952-55). an assemblage of young artists and art historians
dedicated to the pursuit of understanding modern visual culture, at the Institute of
Contemporary Arts.
