Oriented strand board (OSB), also known as sterling board, sterling OSB. aspenite.

furniture production. OSB2 is a precision-engineered board and a versatile alternative
to plywood. It is ideal for a variety of uses from temporary fencing (site hoarding) to
display stands, sheds to shelving. OSB3 is a precision-engineered structural board
suitable for: timber frame housing: flat and pitched roofs: wall sheathing: flooring:
portable buildings: caravans; and agricultural buildings. Adjustments to the
manufacturing process can impart differences in thickness. panel size, strength, and
rigidity. OSB panels have no internal gaps or voids, and are water-resistant, although
they do require additional membranes to achieve impermeability to water and are not
recommended for exterior use. The finished product has properties similar to plywood,
but is uniform and cheaper. When tested to failure. OSB has a greater load-bearing
capacity than milled wood panels. It has replaced plywood in many environments,
especially in the US structural panel market.

PASSAGE 2:

Spalting is any form of wood coloration caused by fungi. Although primarily found in
dead trees, spalting can also occur in living trees under stress. Although spalting can
cause weight loss and strength loss in the wood. the unique coloration and patterns of
spalted wood are sought after by woodworkers. Spalting is divided into three main
types: “pigmentation’, ‘white rot” and ‘zone lines’. Spalted wood may exhibit one or
all of these types in varying degrees. Both hardwoods (deciduous) and softwoods
(coniferous) can spalt. but zone lines and white rot are more commonly found on
hardwoods due to enzymatic differences in white rotting fungi. Pigmentation is caused
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when fungi produce extracellular pigments inside wood. Bluestain is also a form of
pigmentation, however generally bluestain pigments are bound within the hyphae cell
walls. A visible color change can be seen if’ enough hyphae are concentrated in an
area. Pigmenting fungi classified as spalting fungi do decay wood, they simply do so at
a slower rate (soft rotting) than white rotting fungi. The most common groups of
pigmentation fungi are the imperfect fungi and the ascomycetes. Mold fungi, such
as Trichoderma spp., are not considered to be spalting fungi, as their hyphae do not
colonize the wood internally and they do not produce the enzymes necessary to digest
the wood cell wall components. The mottled white pockets and bleaching effect seen
in spalted wood is due to white rot fungi. Primarily found on hardwoods. these fungi
"bleach" by consuming lignin. Some white rotting can also be caused by an effect
similar to pigmentation, in which the white hyphae of a fungus, such as Trametes
versicolor (Fr.) Pil.. is so concentrated in an area that a visual effect is created.

PASSAGE 3:

Particle board — also known as particleboard, low-density fibreboard (LDF), and
chipboard — is an engineered wood product manufactured from wood chips, sawmill
shavings, or even sawdust, and a synthetic resin or other suitable binder, which is
pressed and gxtruded. Oriented strand board (OSB). also known as flakeboard,
waferboard, or chipboard, is similar but uses machined wood flakes offering more
strength. All of these are composite materials that belong to the spectrum of fiberboard
products. Particle board is cheaper, denser and more uniform than conventional wood
and plywood and is substituted for them when cost is more important than strength and
appearance. However, particleboard can be made more attractive by painting or the use
of wood veneers onto surfaces that will be visible. Though it is denser than conventional
wood, it is the lightest and weakest type of fiberboard, except for insulation board.
Medium-density fibreboard and hardboard, also called high-density fiberboard, are
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stronger and denser than particleboard. Different grades of particleboard have different
densities, with higher density connoting greater strength and greater resistance to failure
of screw fasteners. A major disadvantage of particleboard is that it is very prone to
expansion and discoloration due to moisture, particularly when it is not covered with
paint or another sealer, Therefore, it is rarely used outdoors or in places where there are
high levels of moisture, with the exception of some bathrooms, kitchens and laundries,
where it is commonly used as an underlayment - in its moisture resistant variant -
beneath a continuous sheet of vinyl flooring. The advantages of using particleboard over
veneer core plywood is it is more stable (unless it gets wet), much cheaper to buy, and
somewhat more convenient to use.
