Before the import of Western ideas of development into the lifeworld of the
inhabitants of Middle Eastern cities and the onset of Westernization. settlements
mostly took the form of traditional communities where dwelling forms were shaped by
indigenous sociocultural and environmental concerns. Structurally, Tehran remained a
traditional city up to the end of the nineteenth century in terms of urban structure and
configuration, although growing changes occurred in the infrastructure, population and
urbanization landscape of the country. While it was only a very small village with
underground houses in the thirteenth century, it underwent reconfiguration in 1553
when the Safavid king Tahmasb built a bazaar, town walls with four gates and a moat.
Later in 1589, Shah Abbas built a Chahar-Bagh (four gardens) and a Chenarestan
(plane grove) in the-northern part of the town and transformed it into a typical Iranian
city. But Tehran had a fairly sparse population up to 1785, when Agha Mohammad
Khan Qajar selected it as the location for the Persian capital. The Qajars tried to follow

weakened during the rule of the Afshars (1726-1747) and Zands (1750-1779). and
legitimate themselves as the faithful Shi'ite dynasty. In this regard, Tehran's cityscape
had to be transformed into an ideal traditional city by means of building places of
religious observance like mosques, as well as the typical traditional urban components
of bazaar, Hammam (public bath).

PASSAGE 2:

The Romans and Sasanian kings interacted with each other, exchanged ideas and
images in a competitive and violently hostile atmosphere, even in circumstances where
they substantially adopted and integrated their opponent's cultural material. For this
reason the processes of Roman-Sasanian cross-cultural interaction are best described
as agonistic exchange. The Roman and Sasanian relationship evolved over time,
beginning and persisting in a spirit of outright hostility for seventy decades before
transforming into a more formalized and familiar. though often no less hostile, system
in the late third century. Belligerent at its inception in the third century, Roman-
Sasanian interaction soon developed a more creative and reciprocal quality, with
diplomacy and its artistic and ceremonial expressions often supplementing or
sublimating military action. Once the two cultures became familiar with each other,
Roman-Sasanian relations, be they benign or hostile, became a collaborative, or better,
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conversational process of give and take. consisting of statements and
counterstatements. Like a conversation. the process often could unfold one-sidedly.
with one realm selectively and unevenly producing or consuming cultural material and
polemical statements.

The use of the term "exchange" is not meant to imply that the goods exchanged
were inert substances, valuable or useful. yet ultimately inter-changeable with any
other precious or useful commodity. While this sort of trade took place and was very
important to both empires' economies, it does not fully account for the agency inherent
in the exchanged statements. images, and ideas themselves. At the highest level of
exchange. the cultural material that moved between the courts was itself potently
significant and carried a message that persistently challenged the courts. tempting
them to integrate it or demanding that they defuse and counter it.

PASSAGE 3:

In Iran, the initial confrontation between premodern Iranian-Islamic society and
European culture resulted in the idea of "Westernization'. At this period. to be modern
implied being Western and behaving like a Westerner, that is the 'adaptation and
application of modern Western civilization to a traditional Persian-Islamic society” ‘to
rebuild Iran in the image of the West’. This tendency was based on the presupposition
that the only valued civilization is Western civilization and the only option is its
immediate imitation.
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Actually. the need to modernize was first recognized by Abbas Mirza (1789-1833).
the crown prince of Fath Ali Shah (1772-1834), who in 1813 and 1825 fought two
campaigns against Russian aggression in the northwest of Iran, both of them ending in
disaster and defeat. He concluded that the only way to win the war against Russia was
to reorganize and re-equip the army based on a new system of education and
administration, which he called the 'Nazm-e Jadid' (New Order).

The leading figures of this period presented different understandings of
development and progress and contributed to introducing social and political changes
in different ways. Fundamental administrative reforms were executed by Mirza Taghi
Khan Farahani (1807-1852), known as Amir Kabir, the chief minister of Nasereddin
Shah, who in 1851 established 'Dar-ol-Fonun', the first polytechnic college in Tehran
which purveyed an alternative body of knowledge from that traditionally taught. It was
designed by Mirza Reza Mohandesbashi. one of a number of students sent to England
by Abbas Mirza to study civil engineering. and was erected using local labour, but
managed by a team of professionals hired from France. Austria and [taly.
