Loss of trees due to agriculture or livestock in tropical regions and the impact of
climate change are limiting the forests™ ability to absorb carbon dioxide, a study
shows. This could make it impossible to meet the main goal in the Paris Agreement of
2015, which seeks to limit the global temperature rise within 2°C above pre-industrial
levels.

Researchers estimate that tropical forests currently take in as much carbon from the
atmosphere through growth as they generate through deforestation and degradation.
Tropical forests are at risk of becoming a major source of emissions in coming decades
as climate change accelerates and deforestation continues, driven by agriculture,
animal grazing and mining in South America, Asia and Africa.

PASSAGE 2:

Is Alberto’s early-season appearance an indicator of another active Atlantic hurricane
season? The University of Arizona’s forecasting model predicts a below-average
number of hurricanes for the 2018 hurricane season, which runs through November 30.
The UA researchers predict four hurricanes, two of which will be major hurricanes.
defined as those reaching Category 3, 4 or 5. That forecast falls below the median of
seven hurricanes with two majors. The UA prediction is among the lowest of all
published forecasts, which include predictions by the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric  Administration, the London, United Kingdom-based Consortium
Tropical Storm Risk and other universities. Last year, the UA’s forecast was among
the highest — 11 hurricanes with six majors — and came closest to hitting the mark. The
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2017 hurricane season ended with 10 hurricanes and six majors. making it the most
active since 2005 and the seventh-most active in the NOAA’s historical records dating
back to 1851. Last year, Irma (Florida) and Maria (Puerto Rico) were 5s, and Harvey
(Texas) and Jose (offshore Caribbean) were 4s.

A main factor in this year’s prediction is the low sea surface temperatures over the
Atlantic, where little warming occurred from April to May. The sea surface
temperatures are the lowest Zeng and his team have seen since 2014, but similar to
long-term average temperatures. The Atlantic Multi-decadal Oscillation index in May,
which describes multi-decadal climate variability in the North Atlantic, is zero, which
is below the threshold at which El Nitio would affect hurricane activity in the UA
model. These conditions imply an average year for hurricane activities: however,
tropical Atlantic Ocean surface easterly wind — from east to west, the so-called trade
wind — is stronger than in most years and this implies a stronger wind shear, which
usually reduces hurricane activities.

PASSAGE 3:

Some 500 years ago, there were brown bears almost everywhere in Europe. However,
in the following centuries they were wiped out in many places, including Germany.
The reasons for the decline of bears were primarily habitat loss and hunting. Today.
around 17,000 animals still live in Europe, distributed over ten populations and 22
countries. Some of these populations are at risk due to their relatively small size.
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In recent years, the hunting of brown bears has been banned or restricted in Europe.
In the future. bears could recolonize parts of Europe. A new study led by the German
Center for Integrative Biodiversity Research and Martin Luther University Halle-
Wittenberg reveals that there are still many areas in Europe where there are currently
no bears, but which would. in principle, be suitable as habitat. Of an estimated amount
of more than one million square kilometers of suitable habitat in Europe. about 37% is
not populated: equivalent to an area of 380.000 square kilometers. In Germany, there

are 16,000 square kilometers of potential bear habitat. However. the probability of
future recolonization varies widely: for example. in Germany, potential bear habitats
outside the Alps are geographically isolated and unlikely for the bear to come back
naturally.

The fact that there is still suitable habitat for brown bears is a great opportunity for
species conservation. Scientists are already seeing around 70% of Europe's
populations recover, and it is likely that bears will return to some of the currently
unoccupied areas. In Germany, too, it is very likely that some areas will, sooner or
later. be colonized by brown bears. especially in the Alpine region. So. there is reason
to hope that bears will be native to Germany once more, 200 years after their
extermination. For many people this would probably be good news. In recent years,
the attitude of Europeans towards wildlife has changed a lot. Today, many people feel
positive about the return of large mammals. Nevertheless, the fact that bears’
comeback can lead to conflicts with some human activities needs to be considered at
an early stage. Such conflicts mostly arise when bears eat crops or damage bechives,
and they also occasionally attack sheep. Direct attacks by bears on humans are,
however, extremely rare: bears themselves generally steer clear of people.
