PASSAGE 1:

Much of the religious life of Arctic people focused on the animals. They believed that
animals, like people, had souls. Hunters performed rituals addressed to the souls of the
slain animals. Some scholars think that they were giving the souls of the animals gifts
so that they would be happy and return again. Especially important for most Arctic
peoples were rituals for slain bears. They treated the bear as an honored guest and
carefully disposed of its bones. The Inuit in Alaska treated whales in a similar way.
Arctic peoples believed that there were many spirits in nature, not just the souls of
animals and people. Some spirits connected with features of the landscape, such as
mountains and lakes. Arctic peoples often believed that special spirits controlled
animal life. Each species had its own protector: in addition, a special protector, whom
modern scholars sometimes call the Master or Mistress of Animals, had charge of

many animal species. A good example of such a protector is Sedna, whom the Inuit
thought of as the mistress of sea animals. Many Arctic peoples also assigned a special
role. such as the role of creator, to the Sun, the Moon, or both.

People everywhere in the region had the same Kind of religious leader, the shaman.
Some shamans inherited their positions: others received them as a result of special
experiences that they had. Shamans were healers. They often healed by traveling to the
realm of spirits as the Arctic peoples thought, trying to bring back the soul that had left
the sick person. In addition to healing, shamans performed hunting and fishing rituals,
helped people find objects that they had lost, and performed funerals. They had
relationships with special animals, such as birds or fish, who helped them do these
things.

It is hard to know to what extent any of these practices continue today. Many seem
to have disappeared completely, but occasionally researchers find that some people
continue a practice that was thought to have vanished. In the territories of the former
Soviet Union. people preserved some traditional religious practices as a way 1o resist
unwanted pressure from outsiders.

PASSAGE 2:

The 'arif desires the Real (God) not for the sake of something else. and he values
nothing above his knowledge of the Real. and his worship of Him is because He is
worthy of worship and it is a worthy way of relating himself to Him: it is not out of
desire (for rewards) or fear (of chastisement).

The meaning of this is that in terms of his aims the 'arif is a muwahhid. He seeks
only God, vet his desire of God is not on account of His gifts in this world or in the
Hereafter. Were such to be the case, the real object of his desire would be the gifts,
God being only the preliminary means by which the desired gifts are sought. In such a
case, in reality. the final object of worship and desire would be one's own self; for the
purpose of seeking those gifts is the pleasure of the self.

However, the 'arif desires whatever he desires for the sake of God. When he desires
the gifts of God he does so because they are from Him. and are His favours. They
represent His Grace and Magnanimity. So, while the non-'arif seeks God for the sake
of His gifts. the "arif seeks the gifts of God for the sake of God.

Here the question may arise, if the "arif does not seek God for the sake of anything,
then why does he worship Him? Is it not true that every act of worship must have a
purpose? Ibn Sina's passage contains the answer. He states that the goal and
motivation of the "arif's worship is one of two things. One is the inherent worthiness of
the Worshipped to be worshipped. meaning that one worships God simply because He
is worthy of worship. It is rather like someone who upon noticing some admirable
qualities in a person or a thing praises that person or thing. If asked what motivated
him to utter such praise, or of what benefit was it to him, he will reply that he sought
no benefit from his praise. but simply saw that person or thing as being genuinely
deserving of praise. This is true of the praise accorded to the heroes or the champions
of each and every field.

PASSAGE 3:

Dreams have been thought to have spiritual importance in many traditions. It seemed
natural to think that figures appearing in those mysterious nighttime adventures might
be gods or spirits of ancestors. and that their words or stories might bear divine
messages. The ability to interpret dreams rightly was also a divine gifi. In the biblical
book of Genesis, Joseph was able to win his freedom from prison by rightly predicting
the fate of two fellow-prisoners from their dreams, and then foretelling the seven good
years and seven lean years on the basis of pharaoh's dream. In the New testament
another Joseph, the spouse of Mary the mother of Jesus, was told by an Angel in a
dream that her child was conceived by the Holy Ghost, and later was warned in the
same way to take the infant to Egypt and avoid the wrath of Herod. The Greeks and
Romans also considered dreams to be messages from the gods, though they recognized
they were not always reliable. Penelope, in a famous passage in 7he Odyssey, said that
there are two gates through which dreams pass: the gate of ivory, whose dreams are
deceitful, and the gate of horn. whose dreams are true. The ancients. like the Chinese
more recently, would also practice incubation or sleeping in a temple in order to
receive advice from a god through a dream. Christianity has sometimes seen dreams as
a means of divine revelation, but has also recognized that demons can tempt the
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unwary through dreams. The hazy and fleeting nature of dreams has also had religious
meaning. Buddhist literature such as the Diamond sutra has spoken of this world with
its empty attractions as like a dream, a phantasm, a bubble, a shadow. a dew-drop. and
a flash of lightning. Here dreams mean not revelations of truth. but illusion and
unreality. Yet Eastern accounts have also presented positive experiences of dreams,
and there are advanced yoga techniques for controlling and using them.
