Prehistoric music (previously primitive music) is a term in the history of music for all
music produced in preliterate cultures (prehistory), beginning somewhere in very late
geological history. Prehistoric music is followed by ancient music in different parts of
the world, but still exists in isolated areas. However, it is more common to refer to the
"prehistoric” music which still survives as folk. indigenous or traditional music.
Prehistoric music is studied alongside other periods within music archaeology.
Findings from Paleolithic archaeology sites suggest that prehistoric people used
carving and piercing tools to create instruments. Archeologists have found Paleolithic
flutes carved from bones in which lateral holes have been pierced. The Divje Babe
flute, carved from a cave bear femur, is thought to be at least 40,000 years old.
Instruments such as the seven-holed flute and various types of stringed instruments.
such as the Ravanahatha, have been recovered from the Indus Valley. India has one of
the oldest musical traditions in the world—references to Indian classical music
(marga) are found in the Vedas, ancient scriptures of the Hindu tradition. The earliest
and largest collection of prehistoric musical instruments was found in China and dates
back to between 7000 and 6600 BCE. Some cultures have certain instances of their
music intending to imitate natural sounds. In some instances, this feature is related to
shamanistic beliefs or practice. It may also serve entertainment (game) or practical
functions (for example, luring animals in hunt). Another possible origin of music is
motherese, the vocal-gestural communication between mothers and infants. This form
of communication involves melodic. rhythmic and movement patterns as well as the
communication of intention and meaning, and in this sense is similar to music.

PASSAGE 2:

A madrigal is a secular vocal music composition of the Renaissance and early Baroque
eras. Traditionally, polyphonic madrigals are unaccompanied: the number of voices
varies from two to eight, and most frequently from three to six. It is quite distinct from
the Italian Trecento madrigal of the late 13th and 14th centuries, with which it shares
only the name. Madrigals originated in Italy during the 1520s. Unlike many strophic
forms of the time, most madrigals were through-composed. In the madrigal, the
composer attempted to express the emotion contained in each line, and sometimes
individual words, of a celebrated poem. The madrigal originated in part from the
frottola, in part from the resurgence in interest in vernacular Italian poetry. and also
from the influence of the French chanson and polyphonic style of the motet as written
by the Franco-Flemish composers who had naturalized in Italy during the period. A
frottola generally would consist of music set to stanzas of text, while madrigals were
through-composed. However, some of the same poems were used for both frottola and
madrigals. The poetry of Petrarch in particular shows up in a wide variety of genres. In
Italy. the madrigal was the most important secular form of music of its time. The
madrigal reached its formal and historical zenith by the second half of the 16th
century. English and German composers. too. took up the madrigal in its heyday. After
the 1630s, the madrigal began to merge with the cantata and the dialogue. With the
rise of opera in the early 17th century, the aria gradually displaced the madrigal. In
England, the madrigal became hugely popular after the publication of Nicholas
Yonge's Musica Transalpina in 1588, a collection of Italian madrigals fitted with
English translations: this publication initiated an entire school of madrigal composition
in England.

An instrumental is a musical composition or recording without lyrics. or singing,
although it might include some inarticulate vocals, such as shouted backup vocals in a
Big Band setting. The word "song" is widely misused by people in the popular music
industry to describe any musical composition, whether sung or played only by
instruments. The music is primarily or exclusively produced using musical
instruments. An instrumental can exist in music notation, after it is written by a
composer; in the mind of the composer (especially in cases where the composer
himself will perform the piece, as in the case of a blues solo guitarist or a folk music
fiddle player): as a piece that is performed live by a single instrumentalist or a musical
ensemble. which could range in components from a duo or trio to a large Big Band,
concert band or orchestra. In a song that is otherwise sung. a section that is not sung
but which is played by instruments can be called an instrumental interlude, or, if it
occurs at the beginning of the song, before the singer starts to sing, an instrumental
introduction. If the instrumental section highlights the skill, musicality, and often the
virtuosity of a particular performer (or group of performers). the section may be called
a "solo" (e.g., the guitar solo that is a key section of heavy metal music and hard rock
songs). If the instruments are percussion instruments, the interlude can be called a
percussion interlude or "percussion break". These interludes are a form of break in the
song.
