Persian cuisine is quite distinet [rom other 'Middle Lastern’ styvles ol cooking in the
way il emphasives presentation, colour and [ragrance. Tt combings herbs and spices
with the main ingredients to create intriguing layers ol lavour and aroma, none of
which overwhelm the others. It is also healthy because it is based largely on using
fresh ingredients at their seasonal peak. and does not rely heavily on meat: many of the
recipes are suitable for vegetarians. [t offers plenty of opportunity to be innovative
with recipes, adapting them to the tastes of vour family and guests.

The northern regional
cuisine features simple. fresh notes of taste and aroma, and there is a preference for
sweet and sour flavours, as opposed to spicy. Further south. in the provinces near the
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Persian Gull, where the climate is dricr, the scason lor fresh ingredients is much
shorter and the varictly available is not as great. There is also a long tradition of trade
through the sea routes with spice-rich countries like India. The resulting cuisine is
more complex in taste than in the north of the country, with long notes of spices,
tamarind and chillies.

To understand the place ol Alexander the Great in history, 1t is necessary 1o consider
bricily the course ol events that had determined Greek relations with Persia during the
previous cenlury and a hall. The Greek citics ol the Asiatic Acgean coast had been
loosely subject to the Lydian kings of Sardis, until ydia itsell was overwhelmed by
the metcorie rise of Persia as an imperial power, The Persiang, like the Tydians, were
on the whole mild masters. Only in 49913C did the (reek cities of the coast rebel, and
when they received help from the Greek mainland, the Persian kings, Darius and
Xerxes, launched two unsuccesstul punitive expeditions against (Greece in 490 and
480BC respectively.

‘The Persian invasions were repelled and the independence of (ireece was secure.
But the Greek cities soon relapsed into hostilities among themselves, and the long
Peloponnesian War between Sparta and Athens (431-404BC), with its shifting patterns
of alliance and confrontation, exhausted Greece. If the Persians were unable to take
advantage of Greek weakness. it was because they themselves, following the death of
Xerxes in 464BC had cntered a period ol military weakness, Xcerxes' immediate
suceessor, Artaxerxes I, showed considerable diplomatic ability, but in 404 Persia lost
control of Lgvpl, and this province was 1o be recovered lor the Persian Empire by
Artaxerxces 111, with the help ol the Greek mercenary leader Mentor, only in 343BC.

PASSAGE 3:

Sometime before the middic of the third century BCE, an Tranian people known as the
Dahac appear in our records on the southcastern borders of the Caspian Sca, To this
region they ultimately gave their name, the land of the Dahae. or Dihistan. Shortly
thereafier, a group of these, known as the Parni, entered the Iranian plateau through the
corridor established by the Atrak valley in the mountainous regions of northeastern
Iran. Somewhere here, in the ancient city of Asaak. they established their capital. [n
Asaak, around 247 BCE. they crowned their king. Arsaces (Ashk) L.

What had facilitated these momentous events was the turmoil that had engulfed the
comparatively short-lived. post-Alexandrian. Seleucid kingdom of lran. and the
rebellions that had erupted against the Seleucids—ypreoccupied in Egypt and Syria—in
Bactria {Balkh) and Khurasan. Taking advantage of the unsettled situation in the east,
th¢ Parni moved on 1o take over the province (satrapy) that—al lcast since the
Achacmenid period—had come to be known as Parthava. This was around 238 BCL.
shortly alterwards, they also conquered Hyreania. Hyrcania, an extensive lerritory (o
the cast ol the Caspian Sca, included the regions later known as Gurgan (the land of
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the wolves) as well as Tabaristan, Thencelorth, together with Parthava, the provinee of
ITyreania/Gurgan became onc of the most important ¢enters ol the Dahac (Parni),

After their king, the dynasty that this group of the Parni established came to be
known as the Arsacids (Persian Ashkanivan). After the new region which they
occupied as their homeland, they came to be known as the Parthians, that 1s, the people
of Parthava. The Parthians, then. were the collectivity—composed of many large
agnatic families—of the lranian people that entered the plateaun in the middle of the
third century BCE. The term Parthian, in other words, is an Iranian ethnicon that has
been coined after a territory, Parthava. The Arsacids, on the other hand, were the
particular branch of the Parthians that came to rule Iran. Arsacid, therelore, is a
dynastlic namec.
