PASSAGE I:

Auguste Comie {1798-1857) was bom in the French city ol Montpellicr. Comie, described
as "small, delicate, and subject o many illnesses”, was an exeellent student and exhibiled an
carly proliciency in mathematics. Tle cven planned to tcach mathematics, but found that the
income was unsatisfactory.

Comte was considered a leader among his classmates. [ lowever. his usual behavior was
"insubordinate and insolent behavior toward the school authorities,” and he was constantly
revelting against authority. Comte was also involved in revolutionary activities while a
student, which ultimately resulted in his dismissal. and he never completed a university
degree. He did. however, lecture for a period at the prestigious Ecole Polytechnique in Paris.
eventually losing that position after criticizing the institution.

Comte's intellectual life can be divided into three periods. The first period encompassed
six vears he spent with the much older Claude Henri de Rouvroy Comte de Saint-Simon.
Starting as Saint-Simon's secretary and later his collaborator, Comte worked with Saint-
Simon even during periods when the clder mentor could not pay him. Their collaboration
ended in 1824 due o a quarrel over whose name would appear on a major publication and
developing intellectual differences. The rifi between the two men was never repaired.

It was during the sccond period that Comite produced most of his intellectual writings. It
is also the period during which he became known for developing the scientific view of

Sociology 1s not just common scnsc. Results of sociological rescarch may be unexpecicd.
They olien show that things are not always, or cven usually, what they imitially scem.
"Pcople who like to avoid shocking discoverics, who preler 1o belicve that socicly 18 just
what they were taught in Sunday School, who like the safety of the rules and maxims of
what Alfred Schultz ... has called 'the world-taken-for-granted’, should stay away trom
sociology” (Berger 1963, 24).

'T'his challenge means that sociological findings are often at odds with so-called common
sense. or those things that "evervbody knows." What we think of as common sense, or
something that evervbody knows, is actually based on our own experiences and the ideas
and stereotypes we hold. 'This gives us a very limited view of how the larger world actually
15. laking a sociological perspective requires that we look bevond our individual
experiences to better understand evervday life (Straus 1994). It allows us to look tfor the
social forces that impact our lives and form those experiences. Once we have a solid
undersianding of these [orees, we can betler address then.

For cxample, @ common pereeption is that suicide 1s an acl of those with individual
psychological problems. Howcever, an carly sociological study ol suicide by Limile
Durkhcim (1858-1917) revealed the imporance ol social lactors, including relationships
within church and family, in suicide (Durkheim 1966). Another common perception is that
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crimes arce always commitled by some "criminal ¢lement,” identifiable as troublemakers. In
his textbook on social problems, Thomas Sullivan (1973, 296) ntroduces the chapler on
crime by arguing that this is a far too simplistic view of criminality. lle notes a study
(Zimbardo 1973} in which researchers abandoned a car on a New York City street and
watched from a hidden position to see if it was vandalized and by whom. The vandals
discovered by the researchers included a family, a person with a toddler in a stroller, and
many people who were well dressed and interacted with people who passed by during their
activities.

However Irivelous and trivial they may appear, the countless diversions, Litillating scandals
and gaudy spectacles conjured by the growing commercial culture industry in the late
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries reflect some of the most profound historical
changes of the modern era. The enormous expansion of new communications technologies
and commercial entertainments was not only a direct outgrowth of mdustrialization and
urbanization but was in many respects their primary cultural expression. In Germany as
elsewhere, both of these processes accelerated markedly after the middle of the nineteenth
century. Among their myriad social etfects, one of the most fundamental changes was the
gradual cmergence ol a new market [or cultural consumption among the poorer wage-
carning classecs, ceniered above all on the swelling industrial citics. Demand was such that
by the turn of the century the new media and entertainments that served this market had
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beecome nothing less than a constituent part of urban life itsell, and indced began 1o
influence cultural practices ar beyond the big citics. In short, the age of 'mass culture’ had
dawned.

‘This was. of course, a gradual. patchy. long-term process in which it is difficult to
discern any clear turning-points. It was a phenomenon that stretched across much of Europe
and North America. and the pace of cultural change varied considerably in different regions,
with the heavily industrialized areas of Britain often acting as forerunners. For the German
context, however, there are good reasons to regard the economic boom of the *Griinderzeit’
and the economic recovery from the mid-1880s onwards as something of a watershed.
Although the buying and sclling ol amuscinents was in itscll nothing new, the rapid
demographic and technological upheavals ol the period aller 1870 dramatically changed the
environment in which such cultural activitics took place.
