Rescarch carried out at the University ol Adclaide and the University ol Bristol has
examined long-held beliefs that success in school and careers is due to more than just
high intelligence. Non-cognitive skills are also important.

The study, published in the journal Nafure Human Behavior is the first to
systematically review the entire literature on effects of non-cognitive skills in children
aged 12 or under, on later outcomes in their lives such as academic achicvement, and
cognitive and language ability.

Just as athleles cross-train 1o improve physical skills, those wanting 1o ¢nhance
cognitive skills can benelit from multiple ways ol exercising the brain. The 18-week
study of 318 healthy young adults found that combining physical exercise and mild
electric brain stimulation with computer-based cognitive training promoted skill
learning significantly more than using cognitive training alone. The enhanced learning
was skill-specific and did not translate to general intelligence. The study. the largest
and most comprehensive to date. was published in the journal Scientific Reports.

“Learning provides the tfoundation for acquiring new skills and updating prior
beliefs in light of new knowledge and experience.” said study leader Aron Barbey.
“Qur results establish a method o enhance learning through multimodal intervention.
The benelicial cllects ol cognitive training can be signilicantly cnhanced with the
addition ol physical [ilness training and noninvasive brain stimulation.”

Belief bias is the tendency to rely on prior beliefs rather than to obey fully the logical
principles in svllogistic reasoning. lI'ew studies have investigated the age effect on
belief bias. Although several studies have recently begun exploring the age effect on
belief bias, little is known about the psychelogical mechanisms underlying such effect.
Accordingly, we investigated beliet bias in older and voung adults and explored the
roles of working memory {WM) and need tor cognition (NFC) between age and
rcasoning performance. We found that older adults showed a lower accuracy rale
comparcd with young adults when conclusion believability and logical validity were
incongrucnt. However, older adults showed a higher accuracy rale comparced with
voung adults when conclusion belicvability and logical validity were congruent,
Results indicated that in comparison with young adults, prior beliels hampered logical
reasoning more significantly for older adults under incongruent conditions and boosted
logical reasoning more significantly under congruent conditions. Moreover, the logic
index in older adults was significantly lower than young adults, and the interaction
index of believability and validity in older adults was significantly below zero.
