Similar data is collected
by sensor arrays mounted on GI’S-equipped combine harvesters. I'hese arrays consist
of real-time sensors that measure everything from chlorophyll levels to plant water
status, along with multispectral imagery. This data is used in conjunction with satellite
imagery by variable rate technology (VRT) including sceders, sprayers, cle. (o
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optimally distribute resources. Precision agriculture has also been cnabled by
unmanned acrial vehicles like the DII Phantom which are relatively inexpensive and
can be operated by novice pilots. I'hese agricultural drones can be equipped with
hyperspectral or RGB cameras to capture many images of a field that can be processed
using photogrammetric methods to create orthophotos and NDVI maps.

The most common tvpe of baler in industrialized countries today 1s the round baler. It
produccs cvlinder-shaped ‘round” or ‘rolled” bales. The design has a ‘thatched rool”
cllcet that withstands weather well. Grass 1s rolled up inside the baler using rubberized
belts, [ixed rollers, or a combination of the two, When the bale reaches a predetermined
size, either nelling or twine is wrapped around it Lo hold its shape. The back of the baler
swings open, and the bale ig discharged. The bales arc complete at this stage, bul they
may also be wrapped in plastic sheeting by a bale wrapper. either to keep hay dry
when stored outside or convert damp grass into silage. Variable-chamber large round
balers typically produce bales from 120 to 180 em in diameter and up to 150 e¢m in
width. The bales can weigh anywhere from 500 to 1,000 kg, depending upon size.
material. and moisture content. Common modem small round balers (also called mini
round balers or roto-balers) produce bales 51 to 56 cm in diameter and 52 t0 71 cm in
width, generally weighing from 18 to 25 kg. Originally conceived by Ummo Luebben
circa 1910, the first round baler did not see production until 1947 when Allis-Chalmers
introduced the Roto-Baler. Marketed for the water-shedding and light weight
propertics ol its hay bales, AC had sold ncarly 70.000 units by the end ol production in
1960. The next major innovation began in 1963 when a graduate student at lowa Stale
University, Virgil Haverdink, sought out Wesley F. Buchele, a prolessor of
Agricultural Fngineering, sccking a rescarch lopic (or a master’s thesis. Over the next
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year Buchele and Tlaverdink developed a new design for a large round baler,
completed and tested in 1966, and thercalier dubbed the Buchele-Tlaverdink large
round baler.

'The cotton picker is a machine that automates cotton harvesting in a way that reduces
harvest time and maximizes efficiency. The first pickers were only capable of
harvesting one row of cotton at a time, but were still able to replace up to forty hand
laborers. The current cotton picker is a self-propelled machine that removes cotton lint
and sced (sced-cotton) [rom the plant at up to six rows al a time. There are two Lypes
ol pickers in use today. Onc is the stripper picker, primarily [ound in usc in Texas.

They are also [ound in Arkansas. It removes not only the lint [rom the plant, but a
fair deal of the plant matler as well (such as unopened bolls), Tater, the plant matler is
scparated rom the lint through a process dropping heavier matter before the lint makes
it to the basket at the rear of the picker. The other type of picker is the spindle picker.

It uscs rows ol barbed spindles that rotate at high speed and remove the seed-cotion
from the plant. The seed-cotton is then removed from the spindles by a counter-
rotating doffer and 1s then blown up into the hasket. Once the basket is full the picker
dumps the seed-cotton into a module builder. 'The module builder creates a compact
“brick” of seed-cotton. weighing in at approximately 10,000 kg (16 un-ginned bales).
