Dzong architecture is a distinctive type of [lortress  architecture found mainly
in Bhutan and Tibetan areas of India. The architecture is massive in style with
towering exterior walls surrounding a complex of courtvards. temples, administrative
otfices, and monks' accommodation. By tradition, dzongs are constructed without the
use of architectural plans. lnstead construction proceeds under the direction of a
high lama who establishes each dimension by means of spiritual inspiration. Dzongs
comprise heavy masonry curtain walls surrounding one or more courtvards. The main
functional spaces are usually arranged in two separate areas: the administrative offices;
and the religious functions - including temples and monks' accommodation. This
accommodation is arranged along the inside of the outer walls and often as a separate
stone tower located centrally within the courtvard, housing the main temple, that can
be used as an inner delensible citadel, The main internal structures are again buill with
stone (or as in domestic architccture by rammed clay blocks), and whitewashed inside
and oul, with a broad red ochre band at the top on the outside. The larger spaces such
as the temple have massive internal timber columns and beams to crcate galleries
around an open central full height area. Smaller structures are of elaborately carved
and painted timber construction. The roofs are massively constructed in hardwood and
bamboo. highly decorated at the eaves. and are constructed traditionally without the

Brutalist architecture, or Brutalism. is an architectural style which emerged in the mid-
20th century and gained popularity in the laic 1950s and 1960s. Tt descended irom
the modernist architectural movement of the late 19th century and of the first half of
20th century. It is characterized by simple. block-like structures that often feature bare
building malcrials. Lxposcd concrcicis [avored in construction, however somc
examples are primarily made of brick. Though beginning in Eurcpe, Brutalist
architecture can now be found around the world. The siyle has been most commonly
used in the design of institutional buildings such as libraries, courts. public housing
and city halls. Brutalism's stark and geometric designs contrast with the more ornate
[catures ol some 1910s, 1920s and 1930s architecture. Brutalist buildings are usually
constructed with reoccurring modular elements forming masses representing specific
[unctional zoncs, distinetly articulated and grouped (ogether into a unilicd wholce.
Concrete is used for its raw and unpretentious honesty, thus contrasting dramatically
with the highly relined and omamenied buildings constructed in the clite Beaux-
Arts stvle. Surfaces of cast concrete are made to reveal the basic nature of its
construction, showing the texture of the wooden planks used for the in-situ casting
forms. Critics ol the stvle lind it unappealing due to its "cold" appearance, projecting
an atmosphere of totalitarianism. as well as the association of the buildings with urban
decay due 1o malcerials weathering poorly in certain climates and the surfaces being
prone to vandalism by gratfiti. Although the Brutalist movement was largely over by
the late 1970sand early 1980s, having largely given way to Structural

The term "Lxpressionist architecture” initially described the activity ol the German,
Dutch, Austrian, Czech and Danish avant-garde (rom 1910 until 1930. Subsequent
redelinitions extended the term backwards o 1903 and also widened it o cncompass
the rest of Turope. Today the meaning has broadened even further to reler o
architecture of any date or location that exhibits some of the qualities of the original
movement such as; distortion. fragmentation or the communication of violent or
overstressed emotion. ‘The style was characterised by an earlyv-modernist adoption of
novel materials, formal innovation, and very unusual massing, sometimes inspired by
natural biomorphic forms. sometimes by the new technical possibilities offered by the
mass production of brick. steel and especially glass. Many expressionist architects
fought in World War | and their experiences, combined with the political turmoil and
social upheaval that followed the German Revolution of 1919, resulted in a utopian
outlook and a romantic socialist agenda. Economic conditions severely limited the
numbcr ol built commissions between 1914 and the mid-1920s, resulling in many ol
the most important cxpressionist works remaining as projecls on paper. such as Bruno
Taul's Alpine Architecture and llermann Tinsterlin's Formspiels. Iphemeral exhibition
buildings were numerous and highly signilicant during this period. Scenography lor
thcaire and [lilms provided another outlet for the expressionist imagination, and
provided supplemental incomes for designers attempting to challenge conventions in
harsh economic conditions. Important events in expressionist architecture include:
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the Werkbund Fxhibition (1914) in Cologne, the completion and theatrical running of
the Grosses Schauspiclhaus, Berlin in 1919, the Glass Chain letters, and the activitics
of' the Amsterdam School. The major permanent extant landmark of Expressionism
is Hrich Mendelsohn's Finstein Tower in Potsdam.
