Facadism is the architectural and construction practice where the facade ol a building
is designed or constructed sceparately from the rest of a building, or when only the
lacade of a building is preserved with new buildings ereeled behind or around it. There
are aesthetic and historical reasons for preserving building facades. I'acadism can be
the response to the interiors of a building becoming unusable. such as being damaged
by fire. In developing areas. however, the practice is sometimes used by property
developers seeking to redevelop a site as a compromise to preservationists who wish to
preserve buildings of historical or aesthetic interest. It can be regarded as a
compromise between historic preservation and demolition and thus has been lauded as
well as decried. There is sometimes a blurred line between renovation, adaptive
reuse, reconstruction and facadism. Sometimes buildings are renovated to such an
extent that they are *skinned’, preserving only the exterior shell, and used for purposes
other than those for which they were originally intended. While this is equivalent to
lacadism, the dillerence is typically the retention ol rool and or [loor structures,
maintaining a credible link to the original building. In contrast, [acadism gencrally
involves retaining only one or two street lacing walls for purcly acsthetic and
decorative purposcs. [acadism is a practice in postmodern architecture reaching its
peak in the latter half of the 20th centurv. The setback or podium architecture
technique gives an illusion of integrity to the original building by visually separating

Adaptive Reuse (AR} refers to the process of reusing an existing building for a
purpose other than which it was originally built or designed for. Adaptive reuse is an
ettective strategyv for optimizing the operational and commercial performance of built
assets. Adaptive reuse of buildings can be an attractive alternative to new construction
in terms ol sustainability and a circular cconomy. Not cvery old building can qualily
for adaptive rcusc. Architects, developers, builders and entreprencurs who wish (o
become involved in rejuvenating and reconstructing a building must first make surc
that the finished product will serve the need of the market, that it will be completely
usclul for its new purpose, and that it will be competitively priced. Adaptive Reuse is
defined as the aesthetic process that adapts buildings for new uses while retaining their
historic features. llsing an adaptive reuse model can prelong a building's life, from
cradle-to-grave, by retaining all or most of the building system. including the structure.
the shell and even the interior materials. This type of revitalization is not restricted to
buildings of historic significance and can he a strategy adopted in case of obsolete
buildings.

A listed building. or listed structure. is one that has been placed on one of the four
statutory lists maintained in England. Scotland. Wales, and Northern [reland. The term
has also been used in lreland. where buildings are surveved in accordance with the
country's obligations under the Granada Convention. However. the preferred term in
Ireland is *protected structure’. A listed building may not be demolished, extended, or
altered without special permission from the local planning authority, which typically
consulis the relevant central government agencey, particularly [or signilicant alicrations
to the morce notable listed buildings. In Ingland and Walces, a national amenity
socicly must be notilicd of any work to a listed building which involves any clement
of demolition. [xemption from sceular listed building cantrol is provided lor some
buildings in current usce for worship, but only in cascs where the relevant religious
organisation operates its own equivalent permissions procedure. Owners of listed
buildings are, in some circumstances, compelled to repair and maintain them and can
face criminal prosecution it they fail to do so or if they perform unauthorised
alterations. When alterations are permitted. or when listed buildings are repaired or
maintained, the owners are often required to use specific materials or techniques.

Although most sites appearing on the lists are buildings. other structures such as
bridges, monuments, sculptures, war memorials. and even milestones and
mileposts and even some crossings are also listed. Ancient. military, and uninhabited
structures, such as Stonehenge, are sometimes instead classified as scheduled
monuments and protected by much older legislation, whilst cultural landscapes such as
parks and gardens are currently "listed" on a non-statutory basis.
