Today. the freeway or parkway brooks no interference; freedom of movement is continuous.
The futility of the usual network of streets is exposed. Like an irresistible force meeting an
immovable object, the freeway meets the gridiron: the city is the battleground. The static form
of the right angle meets the dynamic thrust of free form; the tight gridiron of the surveyor
versus the swirling twists of our “planned” suburbia. The battle is being waged in a vacuum;
